SUBJECT:  UPDATE TO THE EXECUTIVE FORCE PRESERVATION BOARD 

                     ON COMMANDER ACCESS TO HEALTH INFORMATION
BACKGROUND:  In accordance with the recommendations of the 24th Executive Force Preservation Board (EFPB), as detailed in MARADMIN 240/11, Health Services (HS) was assigned as the Office of Primary Responsibility (OPR) for the following tasks:

· (EFPB 24-08): Develop a concise military users guide for commanders regarding Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) constraints, requirements and military command exceptions. aggressively market the guide to doctors, medical officers and commanders NLT 30-days after release of this MARADMIN.   Publish the paper via separate MARADMIN to ensure widest distribution to all commanders.
·  (EFPB 24-09): Coordinate with the Navy Bureau of Medicine and Surgery (BUMED) and the Surgeon General to ensure medical treatment facility commanders understand their obligations and responsibilities in applying the HIPAA command exception for commanders.
STATUS:  As of 07 Sep 2011, the following is the summary of completed actions and current status for the above listed tasks:

· (EFPB 24-08):  HS developed a comprehensive guide to commanders on access to health information.  This guide was coordinated with and approved by BUMED and the Surgeon General.  This guide was published as MARADMIN 308/11 on 25 May and is attached at TAB A.  Status: Closed.
· (EFPB 24-09):  HS coordinated with BUMED and the Surgeon General the drafting of BUMEDNOTE 6150 to ensure medical treatment facility commanders understand their obligations and responsibilities in applying the HIPAA command exception for commanders.  BUMEDNOTE 6150, attached at TAB B, was approved on 29 April but due to administrative oversight was not distributed to Navy Medicine activities.  Status: Open, pending distribution.
