Applicability.

a. This regulation applies to
persons who arei-

chapter 3.

b. This regulation also
applies to Reserve Conponent
personnel of all the Services who
operate privately owned notor
vehicles on nmlitary
installations. Admnistrative
actions outlined in paragraph 2-7
apply to U S. Arny Reserve
personnel on active duty, active
duty for training, and in an
i nactive duty training status.

c. This regul ation does not
apply to State-operated Arny
installations. State adjutants
general may use this regulation as
a guide to establish notor vehicle
traffic supervision prograns for
their installations.

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Chapter 1
I ntroduction

1-1. Purpose

a. This regulation sets policy,
responsi bilities, and procedures for
notor vehicle traffic supervision on
mlitary installations in the
continental United States (CONUS) and
overseas areas. This includes but is
not limted to the follow ng:

(1) Granting, suspending, or
revoking the privilege to operate a
privately owned vehicle (POV).

(2) Registration of POVs.

(3) Administration of vehicle
regi stration and driver performance
records.

(4) Driver inprovenent prograns.

(5) Police traffic supervision.

(6) Of-installation traffic
activities.

b. Conmmanders in overseas areas
are authorized to nodify these
policies and procedures in the
foll owi ng instances:

(1) Wen dictated by host nation
rel ati onships, treaties, and
agr eement s.

(2) Wen traffic operations under
mlitary supervision necessitate
neasures to safeguard and protect the
noral e, discipline, and good order in
the Services.

1-4. Responsibilities

a. Departmental. The Deputy Chief
of Staff for Operations and Pl ans,
Headquarters, Department of the Arny
(HQDA); Conmander, Naval Security and
I nvestigative Conmand U.S. Navy
(USN); Chief of Air Force Ofice of
Security Police, Headquarters, U S.
Air Force (USAF); Deputy Chief of

Staff, for Plans, Policies, and
Qperations, Headquarters, U S. Marine
Corps (USMC); and Staff Director,

Ofice of Command Security,
Headquarters, Defense Logistics
Agency (DLA), willi=

(1) Exercise staff supervision over
prograns for motor vehicle traffic
super vi si on.

(2) Develop standard policies and
procedures.

(3) Miintain liaison with
interested staff agencies and ot her
mlitary departnments on traffic
supervi sion and establish working
groups and conmi ttees.

(4) Maintain liaison with
departnental safety personnel on
traffic safety and accident reporting
systens.

(5) Coordinate with national,
regional, and State traffic officials
and agencies, and actively
participate in conferences and
wor kshops sponsored by Governnent or
private groups at the national |evel.

(6) Help organize and nonitor
police traffic supervision training.

(7) Maintain liaison with the
Department of Transportation (DOT)
and ot her Federal departments and
agenci es on the National Hi ghway
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Saf ety Program Standards (NHSPS) and
prograns that apply to U.S. nilitary
traffic supervision.

(8) Participate in the national
effort to reduce intoxicated driving.
b. Al mjor conmanders. Major

commanders of the Arny, Navy, Ar

Force, Marine Corps, and DLA willi=

(1) Manage traffic supervision in
thelir commands.

(2) Cooperate with the support
prograns of State and regional
hi ghway traffic safety organizations.

(3) Coordinate regional traffic
supervision activities with other
major mlitary conmanders in assigned
geogr aphic areas of responsibility.

(4) Monitor agreenents between
installations and host State
authorities for reciprocal reporting
of suspension and revocation of
driving privil eges.

(5) Participate in State and
regional efforts to reduce
intoxicated driving.

(6) Establish awards and
recognition progranms to recognize
successful installation efforts to
elimnate intoxicated driving.

Ensure that criteria for these awards
are positive in nature and include
nore than just apprehensions for
intoxicated driving.

(7) Modify policies and procedures
when required by host nation treaties
or agreenents.

c. Mjor Arny conmmanders.
Arny commanders w |l ensure
subordinate installations utilizing
automat ed vehicle registration
prograns inplenent Vehicle
Regi stration System2 (VRS-2) when
fiel ded.

d. Commandi ng General, U S. Arny
Trai ning and Doctrine Conmand (CG
TRADOC). The CG TRADCC will ensure
that VRS-2 technical training for
functional users is incorporated into
servi ce school instructional
progr ans.

e. Installation or activity
commander. The installation or
activity comrander willi=

(1) Establish an effective traffic
supervi si on program

(2) Cooperate with civil police
agenci es and ot her |ocal governnent
agencies or civil traffic
organi zations concerned with traffic
super vi si on.

(3) Ensure that traffic supervision
is properly integrated in the overall
installation traffic safety program

(4) Actively participate in Al cohol
Safety Action Projects (ASAP) in
nei ghbori ng conmmunities.

f. Installation or activity |law
enforcement officer. The
installation or activity |aw
enforcement officer willi-

(1) Exercise overall staff
responsibility for directing,
regul ating, and controlling traffic,
and enforcing laws pertaining to
traffic control.

(2) Performtraffic engineering
functions at installations by
conducting traffic control studies
designed to obtain information on
traffic problenms and usage patterns.
g. Safety officer. The safety
officer wll participate in and
devel op traffic accident prevention
initiatives in support of the
installation traffic safety program

h. Facility engineer (public works
officer at Navy installations). The

Maj or

facility engineer or engineer
officer, wll--

(1) Performthat phase of
engi neering concerned with the
pl anni ng, design, construction, and
mai nt enance of streets, highways, and
abutting | ands.

(2) Select, determ ne appropriate
design, procure, construct, install,
and mai ntain permanent traffic and
parking control devices in
coordi nation with the | aw enforcenent
of ficer and safety officer.

(3) Ensure that traffic signs,
signal s, and pavenent markings
conformto the standards in the
current Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices for Streets and
H ghways.

(4) Ensure that planning, design,
constructi on, and nmi ntenance of
streets and hi ghways conformto the
NHSPS as i npl enented by the Services.

i. Traffic engineer. The traffic
engi neer, in close coordination with
the law enforcenent officer, wll--

(1) Conduct formal traffic
engi neeri ng studies.

(2) Apply traffic engineering
neasures, including traffic control
devi ces, to reduce the nunber and
severity of traffic accidents. (If
there is no installation traffic
engi neer, installation commanders nay
request these services through
channel s fromthe Commander, Mlitary
Traffic Managenment Conmmand, 5611
Col unbi a Pi ke, Falls Church, VA
22041-5050.)

j. Army Al cohol and Drug Control
Oficer (ADCO. The ADCO wil |
provi de treatnment and educati on
services to personnel wth al cohol or
drug abuse probl ens.

k. Navy Counseling and Assistance
Center (CAAC) Directors. These
directors will--

(1) Supervise the al cohol/drug
rehabilitation services to personnel
wi th al cohol or drug abuse problens.

(2) Provide renedi al/notivational
education for all persons identified
as al cohol or drug abusers who are
eval uated as not dependent on al cohol
or drugs and who have been referred
to Level One rehabilitation by their
commands.

I. Marine Corps Substance Abuse
Program Officer. This officer wll
provi de al cohol /drug educati on,
treatment, and rehabilitation
services to personnel w th al cohol/
drug abuse probl ens.

m DLA Enpl oyee Assistance Program
Oficer. This officer will provide
al cohol / drug counseling and referral
services to identified personnel with
al cohol / drug abuse problens in
accordance with procedures prescribed
by the Chief, Staffing, Labor, and
Enpl oyee Rel ations D vision, Ofice
of Civilian Personnel, HQ DLA

1-5. Program obj ectives
The objectives of notor vehicle
traffic supervision are to assure--



a. Safe and efficient novenment of
personnel and vehicl es.

b. Reduction of traffic deaths,
injuries, and property damage from
traffic accidents. (Because nost
traffic accidents can be prevented,
not or vehicl e accidents shoul d be
examned in terms of the roadway

condi tions, environment, operator,
vehicl e, and the supervision and
control neasures involved.)

c. Integration of installation
safety, engineering, |egal, nedical,
and | aw enforcenent resources into
the installation traffic planning
process.

d. Renoval of intoxicated drivers
frominstall ati on roadways fol | owed
by the expeditious application of
appropriate sanctions.

Chapter 2
Driving Privileges

2-1. Requirements for driving
privil eges

a. Driving a Governnent vehicle or
POV on a mlitary installationis a
privilege granted by the installation
commander. Persons who accept the
privilege nusti-

(1) Conply with |aws and
regul ati ons governing notor vehicle
operations on the installation.

(2) Conply with installation
regi stration requirenents in chapter
3 if applicable.

(3) Possess, while operating a
not or vehicle and produce on dermand

to | aw enforcenment personnel, the
fol | owi ng:
(a) Proof of vehicle ownership or

State registration if
i ssuing State.

(b) Awvalid State, overseas
comand, host nation, or
international driver's |license and/or
OF 346 (U.S. Governnment Motor Vehicle
Qperator's ldentification Card), as
applicabl e, supported by a DD Form 2A
(U.S. Arned Forces ldentification
Card) or other identification for
non- Depart ment of Defense (DOD)
civilians.

(c) Awvalid record of notor
vehicl e safety inspection if
requi red.

b. Operators of CGovernnent notor

vehi cl es nust have proof of
aut hori zation to operate the vehicle.

required by the

2-2. Stopping and | nspecting
personnel or vehicles

a. Mlitary vehicles may be
stopped by | aw enforcenment personnel
on mlitary installations based on
the installation conmander's policy.

(1) In overseas areas, nilitary
vehicl es may be stopped on or off
installations as determ ned by host
nati on agreenment and conmand policy.

(2) Stops and inspections of
vehicles at installation gates or
entry points and in restricted areas
wi Il be conducted according to
separate Service policy.

(3) Stops and i1nspections of POVs
within the mlitary installation,
other than at restricted areas or at
an installation gate, are authorized
only when there is a reasonable basis
to believe the stop/inspection is
necessary to enforce a traffic
regulation or the stop is based on
suspi cion of crimnal activity.
(Arnmy users, see AR 210-10. Marine
Cor ps users, pending publication of a
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specific Marine Corps order, will be
guided by Mlitary Rules of evidence
311-316 and | ocal command
regul ati ons. DLA users,
5700.7.)

b. At the tinme of stop, the driver
and occupants may be required to

di splay all pertinent docunents,
including but not limted to--
(1) DD Form 2A.

(2) Docunents that establish the
identity and status of civilians; for
exanpl e, DD Form 1173 (Uni forned

(3) Proper POV registration
docunents.

(4) Host nation vehicle

(5) Authorization to operate a
U S. Government vehicle if
appl i cabl e.
(6) Drivers license or OF 346
valid for the particular vehicle and
area of operation.

2-3. Inplied consent to blood
breath, or urine tests

Persons accepting installation
driving privileges shall be deened to
have given their consent to
evidential tests for al cohol or other
drug content of their blood, breath
and/or urine if lawfully stopped
appr ehended, or cited for any offense
al l egedly conmtted while driving or
in physical control of a notor
vehicle on the installation while
under the influence of intoxicants

2-4. Inplied consent to inpoundnent
Any person granted the privilege of
operating a notor vehicle on an
installation shall be deemed to have
given his or her consent for the
renoval and tenporary inpoundnent of
the POV when it is parked illegally
for unreasonabl e periods, interfering
with operations, creating a safety

hazard, disabled by accident, left
unattended in a restricted or
controll ed area, or abandoned. Such

persons further agree to reinburse
the United States for the cost of
towi ng and storage should their notor
vehi cl e be renpved or inpounded.
Exi stence of the conditions described
above will be determ ned by the
installation commander or designee.
2-5. Suspension or revocation of
driving privileges
The installation commander (or
desi gnee not assigned primarily to
| aw enforcement duties) may, for
cause, adnministratively suspend or
revoke driving privileges on the
installation. The suspension or
revocation of installation driving
privileges or POV registrations, for
| awful reasons unrelated to traffic
vi ol ations or safe vehicle operation,
is not limted or restricted by this
regul ati on.
a. Suspensi on.
(1) Driving privileges are
usual |y suspended when ot her measures
have failed to inprove a driver's
performance. Measures shoul d incl ude
counsel ing, renedial driving
training, and rehabilitation

programs. Driving privileges may

al so be suspended for up to 6 nonths
if a driver continually violates
installation parking regul ati ons

The conmander will determ ne
standards for suspension based on
frequency of parking violations and
publi sh those standards.

(2) The installation commander
has di scretionary power to w thdraw
the aut horization of active duty
mlitary personnel, DOD civilian
enpl oyees, and nonappropriated fund
(NAF) enpl oyees to operate U. S
Gover nment vehi cl es.

(3) I nmediate suspension of
installation or overseas comrand POV
driving privileges pending resol ution
of an intoxicated driving incident is
aut horized for active duty mlitary
personnel, famly nmenbers, retired
nmenbers of the mlitary services, DOD
civilian personnel, and others wth
installation or overseas comrand
driving privileges regardl ess of the
geographi ¢ |l ocation of an intoxicated
driving incident. Suspension is
authorized for non-DOD affiliated
civilians only with respect to
i nci dents occurring on the
installation or in areas subject to
mlitary traffic supervision. After
a revi ew of avail abl e evidence as
specified in paragraph 2-6
installation driving privileges will
be i mredi ately suspended pendi ng
resolution of the intoxicated driving

incident in the follow ng
ci rcumst ances:
(a) Refusal to take or conplete a

lawful ly requested chenmical test to
determ ne contents of blood for
al cohol or other drugs.

(b) Operating a notor vehicle
with a bl ood al cohol content (BAC) of
0. 10 percent by vol unme or higher or
in violation of the |aw of the
jurisdiction that is being
assimlated on the mlitary
installation.

(c) Operating a notor vehicle
with a BAC of at |east 0.05 percent
by volune but |ess than 0.10 percent
bl ood al cohol by volune in violation
of the law of the jurisdiction in
whi ch the vehicle is being operated
if the jurisdiction inposes a
suspensi on solely on the basis of the
BAC | evel .

(d) On an arrest report or
of ficial docunentation of the
ci rcunst ances of an apprehension for
i ntoxi cated dri ving.

b. Revocati on.

(1) The revocation of
installation or overseas comrand POV
driving privileges is a severe
adm ni strative measure to be
exercised for serious noving
violations or when other avail able
corrective actions fail to produce
the desired driver inprovenent.
Revocation of the driving privilege

ot her

will be for a specific period, but
never |less than 6 nonths, applies at
all mlitary installations, and

remains in effect on reassignnent.
(2) Driving privileges are

subj ect to revocati on when an

i ndividual fails to conply with any

of the conditions requisite to the

granting of the privilege. (See para

2-1.) Revocation of installation

driving and registration privil eges

is authorized for mlitary



personnel, famly nenbers, civilian
enpl oyees of DOD, and ot her
individuals with installation driving
privileges. For civilian guests
revocation is authorized only with
respect to incidents occurring on the
installation or in the areas subject
to mlitary traffic supervision.

(3) Driving privileges will be
revoked for a mandatory period of not
less than 1 year in the follow ng
ci rcumst ances

(a) The installation comander or
desi gnee has determ ned that the
person | awfully apprehended for
intoxicated driving refused to subm t
to or conplete a test to nmeasure the
al cohol content in the blood, or
detect the presence of any other
drug, as required by the law of the
jurisdiction, installation traffic
code, or by Service directive

(b) A conviction, nonjudicial
puni shment, or a mlitary or civilian
adm ni strative action resulted in the
suspension or revocation of a
driver's license for intoxicated
driving. Appropriated officia
docunent ation of such conviction is
required as the basis for revocation

(4) Wen tenporary suspensions
under paragraph 2-5a(3) are foll owed
by revocations, the period of
revocation i s conputed begi nning from
the date the original suspension was
i mposed, excl usive of any period
during which full driving privileges
may have been restored pending
resolution of charges. (Exanple
privileges were initially suspended
on 1 January 1996 for a charge of
intoxicated driving with a bl ood
al cohol content of 0.14 percent. A
hearing was held, extrene famly
hardshi p was substantiated, and
privileges were restored on 1
February pending resolution of the
charge. On 1 March, the driver was
convicted for intoxicated driving
The nmandatory 1-year revocation
period will consist of January 1996
pl us March 1996 t hrough January 1997
for a total of 12 nonths with no
installation driving privileges.)

2-6. Adnministrative due process for
suspensi ons and revocations

a. Individual Services wll
pronul gate separate regul ati ons
establ i shing adm nistrative due
process procedures for suspension or
revocation of driving privileges.
The procedures in b and c bel ow apply
to actions taken by Army commanders
with respect to Arny military
personnel and fanmily nenbers and to
civilian personnel operating notor
vehicles on Arny installations. For
Marine Corps users, the provisions of
this paragraph apply pending
publication of a Marine Corps order
addressing adm nistrative due
process.

b. For offenses other than
i ntoxi cated driving, suspension or
revocation of the installation
driving privilege will not becone
effective until the installation
commander or designee notifies the
af fected person and offers that
person an administrative hearing
Suspension or revocation wll take
pl ace 10 days after this witten
notice is received unless an
application for a hearing is nmade by
the affected person within this
period. Such application will stay
the pendi ng suspension or revocation
for a period of 10 days
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(1) If, due to action by the
Government, a hearing is not held
wi thin 10 days, the suspension wll
not take place until such tinme as the
person is granted a hearing and is
notified of the action of the
installation commander or designee
However, if the affected person
requests that the hearing be
continued to a date beyond the 10-day
period, the suspension or revocation
wi Il becone effective i mediately on
recei pt of notice that the request
for continuance has been granted

(2) If it is determned as the
result of a hearing to suspend or
revoke the affected person's driving
privilege, the suspension or
revocation will becone effective when
the person receives the witten
notification of such action. |In the
event that witten notification
cannot be verified either through a
returned receipt for mail or delivery
t hrough command channel s, the hearing
authority will determ ne the
effective date on a case-by-case
basi s.

(3) |If the revocation or suspension
is inposed after such hearing, the
person whose driving privil ege has
been suspended or revoked will have
the right to appeal or request
reconsi deration. Such requests nust
be forwarded through command channel s
to the installation conmander wthin
10 days fromthe date the individua
is notified of the suspension or
revocation resulting fromthe
adnmini strative hearing. The
suspensi on or revocation will renmain
in effect pending a final ruling on
the request. Requests for restricted
privileges will be considered per
paragraph 2-11.

c. For drunk driving or driving
whil e intoxicated of fenses, reliable
evidence readily available will be
presented pronptly to an individua
desi gnated by the installation
commander for review and
authorization for inmrediate
suspension of installation driving
privileges.

(1) The reviewer should be any
of ficer whose prinmary duties are not
inthe field of |aw enforcenent.

(2) Reliable evidence includes
material such as witness statenents,
mlitary or civilian police report of

(5) Installation commanders nmay
authorize the installation | aw
enforcenment officer to conduct
reviews and authorize suspensions in
cases where the designated reviewer
is not reasonably available and, in
the judgnment of the installation |aw
enforcement officer, such i mediate
action is warranted. Review by the

designated officer will follow as
soon as practicable in such cases
When a suspension notice is based on
the | aw enforcenent officer's review,
there is no requirenent for
confirmati on notice follow ng
subsequent review by the designated
of ficer.

(6) For active duty mlitary
personnel, witten notice of
suspension for intoxicated driving
will be provided to the individual's
chain of command for imediate
presentation to the individual

(7) For civilian personnel, witten
noti ce of suspension for intoxicated
driving nornally will be provided
wi thout delay via certified mail. |If
the person is enployed on the
installation, such notice will be
forwarded through the mlitary or
civilian supervisor. Wen the notice
of suspension is forwarded through
the supervisor, the person whose
privileges are suspended will be
required to provide witten
acknow edgrment of receipt of the
suspensi on notice

(8) Notices of suspension for
intoxicated driving wll include the
fol I owi ng

(a) The fact that the suspension

can be nmade a revocation under
par agr aph 2-5b.

(b) The right to request, in
witing, a hearing before the
instal | ati on conmander or designhee to
determine if post driving privileges
wi Il be restored pending resol ution
of the charge; and that such request
nmust be made within 10 days of the
noti ce of suspension

(c) The right of mlitary
personnel to be represented by
counsel at his or her own expense and
to present evidence and wi tnesses at
his or her own expense. |Installation
commanders will determ ne the
availability of any local active duty
representatives requested

(d) The right of Departnent of
the Arny (DA) civilian enployees to
have a personal representative
present at the administrative hearing
in accordance with applicable | aws
and regul ations

(e) Witten acknow edgrent of
recei pt to be signed by the
i ndi vi dual whose privileges are to be
suspended or revoked

(9) |If a hearing is requested, it
nust take place wthin 10 days of
recei pt of the request. The
suspension for intoxicated driving
will remain in effect until a
deci si on has been made by the
installati on conmander or designee,
but will not exceed 10 worki ng days
after the hearing while awaiting the
decision. |If no decision has been
made by that time, full driving
privileges will be restored unti
such tine as the accused is notified
of a decision to continue the
suspensi on

(10) Hearing on suspension actions
under paragraph 2-5a for intoxicated
drivers pending resolution of charges
will cover only the pertinent issues
of whet her--

(a) The law enforcenent officia
had reasonabl e grounds to believe the
person was driving or in actua
physical control of a motor vehicle
whi |l e under the influence of al cohol
or other drugs.



(b) The person was |lawfully cited
or apprehended for an intoxicated
driving offense

(c) The person was |awfully
requested to submt to a test for
al cohol or other drug content of
bl ood, breath, or urine and was
informed of the consequences of

refusal to take or conplete such
test.
(d) The person refused to submt

to the test for al cohol or other drug
content of blood, breath, or urine
failed to conplete the test; or
submtted to the test and the result
was 0.10 percent or higher blood

al cohol content, or showed results

i ndi cating the presence of other
drugs for an on-post apprehension or
in violation of State laws for an

of f - post apprehensi on

(e) The testing nethods used were
valid and reliable, and the results
accurately eval uated

(11) For revocation actions
under paragraph 2-5b(3) for
i ntoxi cated driving, the revocation
i s mandatory on conviction or other
findings that confirmthe charge
(Pl eas of nolo contendere are
consi dered equivalent to quilty
pl eas.)

(a) Revocations are effective as
of the date of conviction or other
findings that confirmthe charges

(b) The notice that revocation is
autonatic may be placed in the
suspension letter. |If it does not
appear in the suspension letter, a
separate letter nust be sent and
revocation is not effective unti
recei pt of the witten notice

(c) Revocations cancel any ful
or restricted driving privileges that
may have been restored during
suspensi on and the resolution of the
charges. Requests for restoration of
full driving privileges are not
aut hori zed.

2-7. Arny administrative actions
agai nst intoxicated drivers
Arnmy commanders will take
appropriate acti on agai nst
intoxicated drivers. These actions
will include the follow ng
a. Awitten general officer

reprimand, administrative in nature
will be issued to active duty Arny
of ficers, conmm ssioned and warrant,
and nonconmmi ssioned officers, to
include soldiers in the grade of E-4
appointed on official orders to
corporal, in the cases described
below. This reprinmand nay be issued
by an of ficer frocked to the grade of
brigadi er general. Subsequent filing
of the reprimand will be in
accordance with the provisions of AR
600- 37.

(1) Conviction of intoxicated
driving or driving under the
i nfl uence of al cohol or other drugs
either on or off the installation

(2) Refusal to take or failure to
conplete a lawful ly requested test to
nmeasure al cohol or drug content of
the bl ood, breath, or urine, either
on or off the installation, when
there is reasonabl e belief of driving
under the influence of alcohol or

drugs.
(3) Driving or being in physica
control of a motor vehicle on post

when the bl ood al cohol content is
0.10 percent or higher, irrespective
of other charges, or off post when
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isin
irrespective

the bl ood al cohol content
violation of State | aws,
of other charges.

(4) Driving or being in physica
control of a motor vehicle, either on
or off the installation, when
lawful 'y requested chenical tests
reflect the presence of illega
drugs.

b. Awitten reprimnd
admi nistrative in nature, may be
i ssued by a general officer or other
appropriate official to active duty
soldiers in the grade of E-4 (except
corporal s) and bel ow i n cases
described in 2-7a above

c. Review by commanders of the
service records of active duty
sol di ers apprehended for offenses
described in a above to determine if
the individuals warrant--

(1) Administrative reduction per
AR 600- 200.

(2) Bar to reenlistnment per AR
601- 280.

(3) Administrative discharge per
AR 635-200.

2-8. Renedial driver training
progr ans

a. Navy activities will conply
wi th OPNAVI NST 5100. 12D, Air Force

activities with AFR 30-2, and Marine
Corps activities with MCO 5100. 19C

b. Installation commanders nay
establish a remedial driver training
programto instruct and educate
mlitary personnel requiring
addi tional training. Personne
be chosen for the programon the
basis of their individual driving
records. The curricul um shoul d
provide instruction to inprove
driving performance and conpl i ance
with traffic | aws.

c. Installation commanders may
schedul e periodic courses if courses
on a continuing basis are not
practical. If civil authorities
conduct such courses, commanders nay
arrange for installation personnel to
attend these courses in |ieu of
operating a course on or by the
installation.

d. Gvilian personnel enployed
on the installation, contractor
enpl oyees, and fanily nenbers of
mlitary personnel nay voluntarily
attend these or simlar courses

will

2-9. Al cohol and drug abuse prograns
a. Conmanders will refer
mlitary personnel suspected of drug
or al cohol abuse for evaluation in

the follow ng circunstances

(1) Behavior is indicative of
al cohol or drug abuse
(2) Continued inability to drive a

not or vehi cl e safely because of
al cohol or drug abuse

b. The commander will ensure
mlitary personnel are referred to
the installation al cohol and drug
abuse program or ot her conparable
facilities when they are convicted
of, or receive an officia
admi ni strative action for, any
of fense invol ving intoxicated
driving. A first offender may be
referred for treatnent if nore
evi dence of substance abuse exists
than nmerely the offense of
i ntoxicated driving. The provisions
of this paragraph do not linmt the
comander' s prerogatives concerning
ot her actions that may be taken
agai nst of fenders under separate

Service policies. (Arny, see AR 600-
85; Marine Corps, see MCO P5300.12.)
c. Active duty Arny personne

apprehended for drunk driving, on or
off the installation, will be
referred to the | ocal Al cohol and

Drug Abuse Prevention and Contro
Program (ADAPCP) for eval uation
within 10 days to determine if the
person is dependent on al cohol or
other drugs which will result in

enrollment in Track | or other |eve
of treatnent in accordance with AR
600- 85.

d. Active duty Navy personne
apprehended for drunk driving, on or
off the installation, will be
screened by the respective CAAC
facility wthin 10 days to deternmnine
if the individual is dependent on
al cohol or other drugs. Active duty
Mari nes apprehended for intoxicated
driving, on or off the installation
will be referred for interview by a
Level 11 substance abuse counsel or
within 10 days for eval uation and
determ nation of the appropriate
| evel of treatnment required
Subsequent to this eval uation
Marine will be assigned to the
appropriate treatment program as
prescribed by MCO P5300. 12

e. The Services nay devel op
preventive treatnent and
rehabilitative prograns for civilian
enpl oyees with al cohol -rel ated
probl ens section 4561, title 42, U S
Code (42 USC 4561)

f. Arny supervisors of civilian
enpl oyees apprehended for drunk
driving will advise enpl oyees of
ADAPCP services available. Arny
civilian enpl oyees apprehended for
i ntoxicated driving while on duty
will be referred to the ADAPCP for
eval uation in accordance with AR 600-
85. Arny commanders will ensure that
sponsors encourage fam |y menbers
apprehended for drunk driving to seek
ADAPCP eval uati on and assi stance.

g. Navy and DLA civilian
personnel charged with intoxicated
driving will be referred to the
Civilian Enpl oyee Assistance Program
for evaluation in accordance with FPM
Suppl ement 792-2. Such referral does
not exenpt the enpl oyee from
appropriate adm nistrative or
di sciplinary actions under civilian
personnel regul ations.

h. Marine Corps civilian
enpl oyees charged wi th intoxicated
driving, on or off the installation
will be referred to the Enpl oyee
Assi stance Program as prescribed by
MCO P5300.12. Marine dependents
charged with intoxicated driving, on
or off the installation, will be
provi ded assistance as addressed in
MCO P5300.12. Such referral and
assi stance does not exenpt the
i ndi vi dual from appropriate
admi ni strative or disciplinary action
under current civilian personne
regul ations or State |aws.

i. For Arny, DLA, and Marine
Corps, installation driving
privileges of any person who refuses
to submt to or fails to conplete
chenical testing for bl ood-al coho
content when apprehended for
i ntoxi cated driving, or convicted of
intoxicated driving, will not be
rei nstated unl ess the person
successfully conpletes either an
al cohol education and

t he



treat ment program sponsored by the
installation, State, county, or
nmuni ci pality, or a private program
eval uated as acceptable by the
instal | ati on commander

j. For Navy, on-base driving
privileges will not be reinstated for
Navy personnel convicted of driving
under the influence, on-or off-base
unl ess the person conpl eted the ful
36- hour Navy Al cohol and Drug Safety
Action Program (NADSAP). The
condensed NADSAP supervi sor course
will not be used for this purpose

2-10. Restoration of driving
privileges on acquitta

When an official report pertaining
to drunk driving or driving while

i ntoxi cated indicates a finding of
not guilty, that the charges have
been di sm ssed or reduced to an

of fense not ampunting to intoxicated
driving, or that an equival ent
determ nation has been nade in a
nonj udi ci al puni shnment proceedi ng or
mlitary or civilian admnistrative
action, the suspension of driving
privileges will be vacated except in
cases in which:

a. The prelimnpary suspension
was based on refusal to take a BAC
test.

b. The prelimnary suspension
resulted froma BAC test (unless
di sposition of the charges was based
on invalidity of the BACtest). Wen
a valid BAC test is involved, the
suspension will continue pending
conpletion of a hearing. In such
i nstances, the individual will be
notified in witing of the
continuation of the prelimnary
suspensi on and of the opportunity to
request a hearing within 10 working

days. At the hearing the arrest
report, the commander's report of
official disposition, information

presented by the individual, and such
other information as the hearing
officer may deem appropriate will be
considered. |f the hearing officer
det erm nes by a preponderance of

evi dence that the individual was
engaged in intoxicated driving, the
revocation will be for 1 year from
the date of the original prelimnary
suspensi on.

c. The person was driving or in
physical control of a notor vehicle
whi |l e under a prelimnary suspension
or revocation.

d. An administrative
det erm nati on has been made by the
State or host nation |icensing
authority to suspend or revoke
driving privileges based on | oca
or pertinent regulations.

e. The individual has failed to
conplete a formally directed
substance abuse or driver's training
progr am

| aw

2-11. Restricted driving privileges
or probation

a. For the Navy, Air
Marine Corps, and DLA, the
installati on conmander may nodify a
suspensi on or revocation of driving
privileges in certain cases per d
bel ow.

b. Arny requests for restricted
driving privil eges subsequent to
suspensi on or revocation of
installation driving privileges wll
be referred to the installation
commander or desi gnee for
determ nation under criteria of d
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For ce,

bel ow, except for intoxicated driving

cases, which must be referred to the
General Court Martial Convening
Authority. Wthdrawal of restricted

driving privileges is within the
installati on commander's discretion

c. Probation or restricted
driving privileges will not be
granted to any person whose driver's
I'i cense is under suspension or
revocation by a State, Federal, or
host nation licensing authority.

d. Aside from any other
provisions of this regulation, the
installati on commander or designee
may grant restricted driving
privileges or probation on a case-by-
case basis to accommpdate any of the
foll owi ng reasons, provided the
person's State driver's |license
renmains valid:

(1) Mssion requirenents
(2) Unusual personal or famly
har dshi ps.

(3) Delays exceeding 90 days, not
attributed to the person concerned
in the formal disposition of an
apprehensi on or charges that are the
basis for any type of suspension or
revocati on.

(4) Wen there is no reasonably
aval | abl e al ternate nmeans of
transportation to officially assigned
duties. (Inthis instance, alinmted
exception can be granted for the sole
purpose of driving directly to and
fromthe place of duty.)

e. The limtations on a
restricted driving privilege (for
exanpl e, an authorization to drive to
and fromplace of enpl oynent or duty,
sel ected Installation facilities such
as hospital and conmi ssary, or other
facilities) will be specified in
witing and provided to the
i ndi vi dual concerned. Persons found
to be in violation of the restricted
privilege are subject to revocation
action as prescribed in paragraph 2-
5b. For good cause, the appropriate
authority may wi thdraw the restricted
driving privilege and continue the
suspensi on or revocation period (for
exanple, driver at fault inatraffic
accident, or driver cited for a
noving traffic violation).

f. The conditions and terns of
probation will be specified in
witing and provided to the
i ndi vi dual concerned. The origina
suspensi on or revocation termin its
entirety nay be activated to conmmence
fromthe date of the violation of
probation. In addition, separate
action may be initiated based on the
commi ssion of any traffic, crimnal
or mlitary offense that constitutes
a probation violation

g. DOD enpl oyees of the Services
or DLA, who can denpnstrate that
suspensi on or revocation of
installation driving privileges woul d
constructively renove them from
enpl oyment, may be given a limted
suspensi on/revocation that restricts
driving on the installation or
activity (or in the overseas conmand)
to the nost direct route to and from
their respective work sites (5 USC
2303 (b)(10)). This is not to be
construed as limting the comrander
from suspensi on or revocation of on-
duty driving privileges or seizure of
OF 346, even if this action would
constructively renove a person from
enpl oynment, in those instances in
whi ch the person's duty requires

driving fromplace to place on the
instal lation.

2-12. Extensions of suspensions and
revocations

a. Driving in violation of a
suspensi on or revocation inposed
under this regulation will result in
the original period of suspension or
revocation being increased by 2
years. In addition, administrative
action may al so be initiated based on
the conmission of any traffic

criminal, or mlitary offense (for
exanpl e, active duty mlitary
personnel driving on the installation

in violation of an order not to do
S0) .

b. For each subsequent
determination within a 5-year period
that revocation is authorized under
paragraph 2-5b, mlitary personnel
DOD civilians, and NAF enpl oyees wil |
be prohibited fromobtaining or using
an OF 346 for 6 nmonths for each such
incident. A determ nation whether
DOD civilian personnel should be
prohi bited fromobtaining or using an
OF 346 will be made under FPM 930
and other |aws and regul ations
applicable to civilian personnel
Thi s does not preclude a conmander
frominposing such prohibition for a
first offense, or for a | onger period
of time for a first or subsequent
of fense, or for such other reasons as
may be authori zed.

c. Commanders may extend a
suspensi on or revocation of the
installation driving privileges of
mlitary personnel until conpletion
of an approved renedi al driver
training course or al cohol or drug
counsel i ng program

Commanders may extend a
suspensi on or revocation of the
installation driving privileges of
civilian personnel convicted of
i ntoxicated driving on the
installation until successfu
conpletion of a State or installation
approved al cohol or drug
rehabilitation program

2-13.
action

The Services recogni ze the interests
of the States in matters of POV
admi ni stration and driver |icensing.
The followi ng procedures will apply

a. Statutory authority may exi st
wi thin sone host nations or States
for reciprocal suspension and
revocation of driving privileges. |If
so, the installation commander or
designee will honor the reciproca
agreenents with State or host nation
driver licensing authorities. On
receipt of witten notice, the
recei ving party nay suspend or revoke
driving privileges as if the
violations or incidents had occurred
within its own jurisdiction.

b. If statutory authority does
not exist within the State for fornma
mlitary reciprocity, the procedures
bel ow wi I | be used.

(1) Were nilitary reciprocity has
not been established by State |aw,
comanders will act on reports of
suspensi ons or revocations received
fromstate authorities where the
installation is |located. Wen any
State authority suspends or revokes a
person's driver's license, the
installation's driving privilege wll
be automatically term nated

Reci procal State-mlitary



Admini strative actions (suspension,
revocation, or point assessnent) for
noving traffic violations off the
installation reported by State
authorities should not be |ess than
that required for sinmlar offenses on
the installation. Wen notified by a
State of a suspension or revocation,
the installation commander nay
suspend or revoke the person's OF
346.

(2) In CONUS, the appropriate
State licensing authority will be
notified when a person's installation
driving privileges are revoked for a
period of 1 year or nore follow ng
final adjudication of an intoxicated
driving offense or for refusal to
submt to a BAC test. The
notification will be sent to the
l'icensing authority of the State
where the individual is |icensed.
(See app B.) The notification wll
include the basis for the revocation
and the bl ood al cohol concentration
| evel .

c. Overseas installation
commanders nay be affected by
provi sions of the applicable status
of forces agreenent (SOFA) and the
I aw of the host nation concerning
reci procal suspension and revocati on.
To the extent an agreement concerni ng
reciprocity may be pernmtted at a
particul ar overseas installation, the
instal lati on conmander nust have
prior authorization to negotiate and
concl ude such an international
agreenent in accordance with
appl i cabl e directives, DODD 5530. 3,
Jun 87 and individual Service
i nstructions.

Chapter 3
Mot or Vehi cl e Registration

3-1. Registration policy

a. Mdtor vehicles will be
regi stered according to guidance in
this regulation and in policies of
each Service and DLA. Unl ess
ot herwi se specified by this
regul ati on or other conpetent
authority, a person who lives or
works on a mlitary installation or
often uses the facilities will be
required to register his or her
vehi cl e. The person need not own the
vehicle to register it, but must have
a | ease agreenent, power of attorney,
or notarized statement fromthe owner
of the vehicle specifying the
i nclusive dates for which perni ssion
to use the vehicle has been granted.

b. Vehicles intended for
construction and nmaterial handling or
used solely off the road are not
usual |y regi stered as notor vehi cl es.
Installati on commanders may require
regi stration of off-road vehicl es and
bi cycl es under a separate | ocal
system

c. Commanders can grant limted
tenporary registration for up to 45
days, pendi ng pernmanent registration,
or in other circunstances for |onger
terns.

d. Except for reasons of security;
all installations and activities of
the Services and DLA within the
United States and its territories
wi || honor the DD Form 2220
(Department of Defense Registered
Vehi cl e) issued by other
installations or activities.

e. Visitor identification may be
devel oped and issued locally. (Ar
Force, see AFR 125-15.)

f. Registration of POVs is not
required at Arny installations;
however, the conditions in paragraph
3-2 must be nmet to gain the privilege
of operating a POV on an Arny
installation.

(1) For those installations not
registering vehicles, failure to
conply with conditions in paragraph
3-2 will be detected through traffic
enforcenment actions. Failure of an
owner to conply with these conditions
may result in admnistrative
suspensi on or revocation of his or
her installation driving privil eges
(para 2-5).

(2) Installation commanders are
authori zed to use the Vehicle
Regi stration System (VRS) of the
Mlitary Police Managenent
Infornation System(MPMS). VRS is a
St andard Arny Managenent |nformation
System (STAM S). For installations
using VRS, the maxi mum nunber of
nonthly conputer runs will not exceed
15 in peacetine and four in wartine.

(3) Wen fielded, VRS-2, a
redesi gned system will be enpl oyed
by all installations using an
aut omat ed vehicle registration
program

3-2. Registration requirenents
Systens for registration of POVs on
mlitary installations within the
United States or its territories and
in overseas areas will include the
requi renents specified bel ow
(Registration I n overseas conmmands
may be nodified in accordance with
international agreenents or mlitary
necessity.)

a. Possession of a valid State
overseas conmmand, host nation, or
international driver's |license (as
applicable), supported by DD Form 2
(U.S. Arnmed Forces Retired
Identification Card), or other
appropriate identification for DOD
civilians.

b. Possession of a certificate
of State registration as required by
the state in which the vehicle is
regi stered.

c. Continuing conpliance with
the m ni mum requirements of the
autonobi | e i nsurance | aws or
regul ations of the State or host
nation. In overseas comands where
host nation |aws do not require
m ni mum personal injury and property
darmege liability insurance, the ngjor
over seas conmmander may set reasonabl e
liability insurance requirenents for
regi stration and operation of POVs
within the confines of mlitary
installations and areas. Prior to
i mpl enentati on, insurance
requirenents in host nations shoul d
be formally coordinated with the
appropri ate host nation agency.

d. Satisfactory conpletion of
saf ety and mechani cal vehicle
i nspection by State or jurisdiction
in which the vehicle is licensed or
| ocated. |f neither State nor |oca
jurisdiction requires a periodic
safety inspection, installation
comanders may require and conduct an
annual POV safety inspection
however, inspection facilities mnust
be reasonably accessable to those
requiring use. Inspections will neet

m ni mum st andards established by the
National H ghway Traffic Safety
Admi ni stration (NHTSA) in sections
570.1 through 570.10, part 570,
chapter V, title 49, Code of Federal
Regul ations (CFR). Lights, turn
signals, brake lights, horn, and
wi pers shoul d be included in the
i nspecti on.

e. Vehicles with elevated rear

ends are unsafe and will be denied
registration on Arnmy, DLA, and Marine
Corps installations. The CFR (see

570. 8 (Suspensi on Systens), part 570,
chap V, Title 49) states that springs
shoul d not be extended above the
vehi cl e manufacturer's design height.
3-3. Specifications for DD Form 2220
a. Use. DD Form 2220 will be
used to register POVs on Arny, Navy,
Air Force, Marine Corps, and DLA
installations or facilities. The
formis produced in single copy for

pl acenent on the front of the vehicle
only.

(1) Each Service and DLA will
procure its own forns and
installation and expiration tabs.

For the Arny, the basic decal may be
ordered through publications
channels. Arny installations nust
procure their own installation and
expiration tabs using installation
funds.

(2) DD Form 2220 and installation
and expiration tabs will be renoved
from POVs when the registration
expires or is termnated.

(3) The normal expiration termfor
registration on Arny installations

will be 4 years.
b. Specifications.
(1) DD Form 2220 will consist of

i nternational blue borders and
printing on a white background as
shown in figure 3-1. Printer
information will include the

fol | ow ng:

(a) Formtitle (Department of
Def ense Regi stered Vehicle).

(b) Al phanuneric individual
identification nunber.

(c) DOD seal.

(2) Nanme of the installation wll
be specified on a separate tab (as
shown on fig 3-1) abutting the decal.
Each Service or DLA may choose
optional color codes of the
registrant. Arny installations
havi ng vehicle registrati on prograns
will use the follow ng standard col or
scheme for the installation tab:

(a) Blue--officers.

(b) Red--enlisted.

(c) Geen--DA civilian enpl oyees
(i ncludi ng NAF enpl oyees).

(d) Black--Contractor personnel
and other civilians enployed on the
installation.

(3) An expiration tab identifying
the nmonth and year ("6-97") or sinply
the year ("97") will be abutted to
the decal as shown in figure 3-1.

For identification purposes, the date
of expiration will be shown in bold
bl ock nunmbers on a lighter
contrasting background such as

form

traffic yellow, lime, or orange.
(4) The decal, installation tab,
and expiration tab will be theft

resi stant when applied to gl ass
netal , painted, or rubberized
surfaces after full adhesion had
devel oped



and will be manufactured to "tear"
or "self destruct" when any attenpt
to renove it is made with a sharp
instrument or chem cal .

(5) On Arny installations,
a single decal with tabs will be
prominently affixed to the front

wi ndshi el d or bunper of registered
vehicles. Local policy will specify
t he exact placenent. Sone States
prohibit or restrict placenment of
decal s on wi ndshields. |n such
cases, State law w |l be conplied
with.

Sanpl e Vehi cl e Regi strati on Decal
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(DD Form 2220)

(1) Tab identifying installation
where vehicle is currently
regi stered.

(2) Tab showi ng year registration
expires.
3-4. Termination or denial of
registration

Installation conmanders or their
desi gnated representatives wll
term nate POV registration or deny
initial registration under the
following conditions (decal and tabs
will be renoved fromthe vehicle
when registration is term nated):

a. The owner fails to conply
with the registration requirenents
(See para 3-2.)

b. The owner sells or disposes
of the POV, is released fromactive
duty, is separated fromthe Service,
is transferred to a new duty
station, or term nates civilian
enmployment with a mlitary Service
or DOD agency.

c. The owner is other than an
active duty military or civilian
enpl oyee and di sconti nues regul ar
operation of the POV on the
installation.

d. The owner's State, overseas
command, or host nation driver's
| i cense has been suspended or
revoked, or the installation driving
privilege has been revoked. Were
vehicle registration is term nated
in conjunction with the revocation
of installation driving privileges,
the affected person nust apply to
reregi ster the POV after the
revocati on expires. Registration
shoul d not be terminated if other
fam |y menbers having installation
driving privileges require use of
the vehicle.

3-5. Specified consent to
i mpoundnent
Per sonnel registering POVs on

Service or DLA installations nust
consent to the inpoundnent policy.
POV registration forms will contain
or have appended to them a
certificate with the follow ng
statenent:

"l am awar e t hat
title of separate Service or
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(insert number and
DLA

directive) and the installation
traffic code provide for the renoval
and tenporary inmpoundnent of
privately owned notor vehicles that
are either parked illegally for

unr easonabl e periods, interfering
with mlitary operations, creating a
safety hazard, disabled by incident,
left unattended in a restricted or
control |l ed area, or abandoned. |
agree to reinburse the United States
for the cost of towi ng and storage
shoul d my notor vehicle(s), because
of such circunstances, be renoved
and i mpounded. "

Chapter 4
Traffic Supervision

Section |

Traffic Planning and Codes
4-1. Traffic planning

a. Safe and efficient novement
of traffic on an installation
requires traffic supervision. A
traffic supervision programincludes
traffic circulation planning,
supervision, and control of notor
vehicle traffic; publication and
enforcenent of traffic | aws and
regul ations; and investigation of
not or vehicle accidents.

b. Installation commanders w |
develop traffic circulation plans
that provide for the safest and nost
efficient use of primary and
secondary roads. Circulation
pl anni ng should be a najor part of
all 1ong-range master planning at
installations. The traffic
circulation plan is devel oped by the
installation | aw enforcenment
of ficer, engineer, safety officer
and ot her concerned staff agencies
Hi ghway engi neering representatives
fromadjacent civil comunities nust
be consulted to ensure the
installation plan is conpatible with
the current and future circul ation
pl an of the community. The plan
shoul d i nclude the follow ng:

(1) Normal and peak |oad routing
based on traffic control studies.

(2) Effective control of traffic
using pl anned direction, including

neasures for special events and
adverse road or weather conditions.

(3) Point control at congested
| ocations by | aw enforcenent
personnel or designated traffic
directors or wardens, including
trai ned school - crossi ng guards.

(4) Use of traffic control
and devi ces.

(5) Efficient use of available
parking facilities.

(6) Efficient use of nass
transportation.

c. Traffic control studies wll
provide factual data on existing
roads, traffic density and flow
patterns, and points of congestion.
The installation | aw enforcenent
of ficer and traffic engineer usually
conduct coordinated traffic control
studies to obtain the data.

Accurate data will help determ ne
maj or and minor routes, |ocation of
traffic control devices, and

condi tions requiring engineering or
enforcement services.

d. The Mlitary Traffic
Managenent Command Transportation
Engi neering Agency (MIMCTEA) will
hel p install ati on commanders sol ve
conpl ex highway traffic engineering

signs

problens. MIMCTEA traffic
engi neeri ng services include--

(1) Traffic studies of
limted areas and situations.

(2) Conplete studies of
traffic operations of entire
installations. (This can include
| ong-range planning for future
devel opnent of installation roads,
publ i c highways, and rel ated
facilities.)

(3) Assistance in conplying
with established traffic engineering
st andar ds.

e. Installation comranders
shoul d submit requests for traffic
engi neering services in accordance
with AR 55-80/ OPNAVI NST 11210. 1B/ AFR
75-88/ MCO 11210. 2C/ DLAR 4500. 19.

4-2. Installation traffic codes

a. Installation or activity
commanders will establish a traffic
code for operation of notor vehicles
on the installation. Commanders in
overseas areas will establish a
traffic code, under provisions of
this regulation, to the extent
mlitary authority is enpowered to
regulate traffic on the installation
under the applicable SOFA. Traffic
codes will contain the rules of the
road (parking violations, tow ng

i nstructions, safety equi pnent, and
ot her key provisions). These codes
will, where possible, conformto the
code of the State or host nation in
which the installation is |ocated.
I'n addition, the devel opnent and
publication of installation traffic
codes will be based on the

fol | owi ng:

(1) H ghway Safety Program
Standards (23 CFR 1230).

(2) Applicable portions of the
Uni f orm Vehi cl e Code and Mbdel
Traffic Odinance published by the
National Committee on Uniform
Traffic Laws and Ordinances (23 CFR
1204).

b. The installation traffic
code will contain policy and
procedures for the tow ng,

sear chi ng, inpoundi ng, and
i nventorying of POVs. These
provi sions should be well publicized

and contain the foll ow ng:

(1) Specific violations and
condi ti ons under which the POV will
be i npounded and towed.

(2) Procedures to i mediately
notify the vehicle owner.

(3) Procedures for tow ng and
storing impounded vehi cl es.

(4) Actions to dispose of the
vehicle after |awful inpoundnent.

c. Installation traffic codes

will also contain the provisions
di scussed below. (Arny users, see
AR 385-55.)

(1) Motorcycles and nopeds. For
not orcycl es and ot her self-
propel | ed, open, two-wheel, three-
wheel , and four-wheel vehicles
powered by a notorcycl e-type engine,
the following traffic rules apply:

(a) Headlights will be on at all
ti mes when in operation.

(b) Arear viewmrror will be
attached to each side of the handle
bars.

(c) Approved protective hel nets,
eye protection, and highly
reflective clothing or vests will be
worn by operators and passengers
when in operation.



(2) Restraint systens.

(a) Restraint systens (seat
belts) will be worn by all operators
and passengers of U S. Governnment
vehicles on or off the installation.

(b) Restraint systens will be
worn by all civilian personnel
(fam |y nenbers, guests, and
visitors) driving or riding in a POV
on the installation.

(c) Restraint systens will be
worn by all military service nmenbers
and Reserve Conponent menbers on
active Federal service driving or
riding in a POV whether on or off the
installation.

(d) Infant/child restraint
devices (car seats) will be required
in POVs for children 4 years old or
under and not exceeding 45 pounds in
wei ght .

(e) Restraint systens are
required only in cars manufactured
after nodel year 1966.

(3) Headphones and ear phones.
The wearing of headphones or
ear phones is prohibited while driving
a U S. CGovernnent vehicle, POV,
not orcycl e, or other self-propelled

t wo- wheel , three-wheel, and four-
wheel vehicles powered by a
not orcycl e-type engine. This does

not negate the requirenent for
weari ng hearing protection when
conditions or good judgrment dictate
use of such protection.

d. Only administrative actions
(reprimand, assessment of points,
| oss of on-post driving privileges,
or other actions) will be initiated
agai nst service nenbers for off-post
violations of the installation
traffic code.

e. In States where traffic |law
violations are State crim nal
of fenses, such |aws are nade
applicabl e under the provisions of 18
USC 13 to nilitary installations
havi ng concurrent or exclusive
Federal jurisdiction.

f. In those States where
violations of traffic |aw are not
consi dered crimnal offenses and
cannot be assimlated under 18 USC,
DODD 5525. 4, in appendi x C expressly
adopts the vehiclar and pedestrian
traffic laws of such States and nakes
these | aws applicable to military
installations having concurrent or
exclusive Federal jurisdiction. It
al so del egates authority to
installation commanders to establish
addi tional vehicular and pedestri an
traffic rules and regul ations for
their installations.

Persons found guilty of violating
the vehicul ar and pedestrian traffic
| aws made applicable on the
installation under provisions of that
directive are subject to a fine of
not nore than $50.00 or

i mprisonment for not nore than 30
days, or both, for each violation (40
USC 318c). In those States where
traffic | aws cannot be assim | ated,
an extract copy of this paragraph and
a copy of DODD 5525.4 in appendix C,
will be posted in a prom nent place
accessible to persons assigned,
living, or working on the

installation.

. In those States where
violations of traffic | aws cannot be
assim | ated because the Federal
Government's jurisdictional authority
on the installation or parts of the
installation is only proprietary,
nei ther 18 USC 13 nor the del egation
in appendix Cwll permt enforcenent
of the State's traffic laws in
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Federal courts. Law enforcenent
authorities on those nmilitary
installations nust rely on either
admi ni strative sanctions related to
the installation driving privilege or
enforcement of traffic laws by State
| aw enforcenment authorities.

Section ||
Traffic Law Enfor cenent

4-3. Traffic | aw enforcenment
principles

a. Traffic | aw enforcenent
shoul d notivate drivers to operate
vehicles safely within traffic | aws
and regul ati ons and naintain an
effective and efficient flow of
traffic. Effective enforcenent
shoul d enphasi ze voluntary conpli ance
by drivers and can be achi eved by the
followi ng actions:

(1) Publishing a realistic traffic
code well known by all personnel.

(2) Adopting standard signs,
mar ki ngs, and signals in accordance
with NHSPS and the Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices for Streets
and Hi ghways.

(3) Ensuring enforcenent personnel
establ i sh courteous, personal contact
with drivers and act pronptly when
driving behavior is inproper or a
defective vehicle is observed in
operati on.

(4) Maintaining an aggressive
programto detect and apprehend
persons who drive while privil eges
are suspended or revoked.

(5) Using sound discretion and
judgnent in deciding when to
apprehend, issue citations,
the of f ender.

b. Selective enforcenent will be
used when practical. Selective
enforcenment deters traffic violations
and reduces accidents by the presence
or suggested presence of |aw
enforcement personnel at places where
vi ol ati ons, congestion, or accidents
frequently occur. Selective
enf orcement applies proper
enforcenment nmeasures to traffic
congestion and focuses on sel ected
time periods, conditions, and
viol ati ons that cause accidents.
mlitary services use selective
enf orcement because that practice is
the nost effective use of resources.

c. Enforcement activities
agai nst intoxicated driving wll
i ncl udei -

(1) Detecting, apprehending, and
testing persons suspected of driving
under the influence of al cohol or
dr ugs.

(2) Training | aw enforcenent
personnel in special enforcenent
t echni ques.

(3) Enforcing bl ood-al cohol
concentration standards. (See para 4-
11.)

(4) Denying installation driving
privileges to persons whose use of
al cohol or other drugs prevents safe
operation of a notor vehicle.

d. Installation officials wll
formally evaluate traffic enforcenent
at | east once a year. That
evaluation will exam ne procedures to
determne if the follow ng el enents
of the programare effective in
reducing traffic accidents and
deat hs:

(1) Selective enforcement measures.

(2) Suspension and revocation
actions.

(3) Chenmnical
progr ans.

4-4. Speed-neasuring devices
Speed- neasuri ng devices wll
intraffic control studies and
enforcenment programs. Signs nay be
posted to indicate speed-neasuring

devi ces are being used.

a. Equi pnent purchases.
Installations |ocated in States
having a formal training and

be used

certification programw || purchase
the sane brand and nodel of equi pnent
used by the State and will ensure

operators attend an appropriate
trai ning program O herw se,
equi pment in appropriate Service or
DLA tables of allowances will be
used.

b. Training and certification
st andards.

(1) The conmander of each
installation using traffic radar will
ensure that personnel selected as
operators of such devices neet
training and certification
requi rements prescribed by the State
inwhichthe installationis |ocated.
Specific infornati on on course dates,
costs, and prerequisites for
attendi ng may be obtai ned by
contacting the State agency
responsi ble for police traffic radar
trai ni ng.

(2) Installation commanders
| ocated in States or overseas areas
where no formal training program
exists, or where the mlitary
personnel are unable or ineligible to
participate in police traffic radar
trai ning prograns, may i nplenent
their own training programor use a
selected civilian institution or
manuf acturer's course.

(3) The objective of the civilian
or manuf act urer-sponsored course is
to improve the effectiveness of speed
enforcenment through the proper and
efficient use of speed-neasurenent
radar. On successful conpletion,
course graduate nust be able toi=-

(a) Describe the association
bet ween excessive speed and
acci dents, deaths, and injuries, and
describe the traffic safety benefits
of effective speed control.

(b) Describe the basic principles
of radar speed neasurenent.

(c) ldentify and describe the
Service's policy and procedures
affecting radar speed neasurenent and
speed enforcenent.

(d) ldentify the specific radar
instrument used and describe the
instrunent's major conponents and
functions.

(e) Denonstrate basic skills in
calibrating and operating the
specific radar instrument(s).

(f) Denonstrate basic skills in
preparing and presenting records and
courtroomtestinony relating to radar
speed neasurenent and enforcenent.

c. Recertification.
Recertification of operators wll
occur every 3 years.

t he

4-5. Traffic accident investigation
Installation | aw enforcement
personnel mnust nake detail ed
I nvestigations of accidents described
bel ow

a. Accidents involving
Gover nnent vehicles or Government
property on the installation
involving a fatality, personal
injury, or estimted property damage
in the amount established by separate
Servi ce/ DLA policy. (M ni num danage
limts are:



Arny and Air Forces, $1,000; Navy
and Marine Corps, $500.) The
installation notor pool w |l provide

current estimtes of the cost of
repairs. Investigations of off-
installati on accidents invol ving
Government vehicles will be made in
cooperation with the civilian | aw
enf or cenent agency.

b. POV accidents on the
installation involving a fatality,
personal injury, or estinmated
property damage to a POV in excess of
$1, 000 or the anmpunt established by
Servi ce/ DLA policy.

4-6. Traffic accident
reports

a. Accidents requiring i medi ate
reports. The driver or owner of any
vehicle involved in an accident, as
descri bed in paragraph
4-5, on the installation, nust
i mredi ately notify the installation
| aw enforcenent office. The operator
of any Government vehicle involved in
a simlar accident off the
installation nust imediately notify

i nvestigation

the local civilian |aw enforcenment
agency having jurisdiction, as well
as | aw enforcement personnel of the

nearest mlitary installation.

b. Investigation records.

Instal lati on | aw enfor cenent
officials will record traffic

acci dent investigations on Service/
DLA forns. Information will be

rel eased according to Service/ DLA
policy, the Privacy Act, and the
Freedom of Information Act.

c. Arny |aw enforcenent
officers. These officers provide the
| ocal Safety Ofice copies of traffic
to accident investigation reports
pertaining to accidents investigated
by military police that resulted in a
fatality, personal injury, or
estimat ed danage to Gover nnent
vehi cl es or property in excess of
$1, 000.

d. POV accidents not addressed
in paragraph 4-5. Cuidance for
reporting these cases is provided
bel ow:

(1) Drivers owners of POVs will be
required to submt a witten report
to the installation | aw enforcenent
office within 72 hours of an acci dent
in the follow ng cases:

(a) The accident occurs on the
instal l ation.

(b) The accident involves no
personal injury.
(c) The accident involves only

m nor damage to the POV and the
vehi cl e can be safely and nornal |y
driven fromthe scene.

(2) Information in the witten
report cannot be used in crimnal
proceedi ngs agai nst the person
submtting it. Wthin the United
States, the installation |aw
enforcement official may require such
reporting on Service fornms or forms
of the State jurisdiction.

(3) Reports required in d(1) above
wi Il include the follow ng about the
acci dent:

(a) Location,

date, and tine.

(b) Identification of all
drivers, pedestrians, and passengers
i nvol ved.

(c) ldentification of vehicles
i nvol ved.

(d) Speed and direction of travel

of each vehicle involved, including a
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sketch of the collision and roadway
with street names and north arrow.

(e) Property danmage invol ved.

(f) Environmental conditions at
the time of the incident (weather,
visibility, road surface condition,
and other factors).

(g) A narrative description of
the events and circunstances
concerning the accident.

4-7. Use of traffic accident
i nvestigation report data

a. Data derived fromtraffic
acci dent investigation reports and
from vehicl e owner accident reports
will be analyzed to determ ne
probabl e causes of accidents.
frequent accidents occur at a
| ocation, the conditions at the
| ocation and the types of accident
(collision diagram wll be exam ned.

b. Law enforcenent personnel and
others who prepare traffic accident
investigation reports will indicate
whet her or not seat restraint devices
were being used at the time of the
acci dent .

c. Wen accidents warrant, an
installation commander may establish

When

a traffic accident review board. The
board wi Il consist of |aw

enf orcement, engi neer, safety,

nedi cal, and | egal personnel. The
board will determ ne principal

factors leading to the acci dent and
recommend neasures to reduce the
nunber and severity of accidents on

and off the installation. (The Ar
Force will use Traffic Safety
Coordinati ng Groups. The Navy w ||

use Traffic Safety Councils per
OPNAVI NST 5100. 12D.)

d. Data will be shared with the
installation |egal, engineer, safety,
and transportation officers. The
data will be used to informand
educate drivers and to conduct
traffic engineering studies.

e. Arny traffic accident
investigation reports will be
provided to Arnmy Centralized Acci dent
Investigation of Gound Accident
(CAIG boards on request. The CAIG
boards are under the control of the
Commander, U.S. Arny Safety Center,
Fort Rucker, Al abana 36362- 5363.
These boards investigate Class A on-
duty, nonPOV accidents and ot her
sel ected acci dents Arny-wi de. (See
AR 385-40.) Local comranders provide
addi tional board nenbers as required
to conplete a tinely and accurate
investigation. Normally, additional
board nenbers are seni or equi pnent
operators, nmintenance officer, and
nedi cal officers. However, specific
qualifications of the additional
board nenmbers nmay be dictated by the
nature of the accident.

f. The CAIG programis not
intended to interfere with, inpede,
or delay |aw enforcement agencies in
t he execution of regulatory
responsibilities that apply to the
i nvestigation of accidents for a
determnation of crimnal intent or
crimnal acts. Crimnal
i nvestigations have priority.

g. Arny | aw enforcenment agencies
will maintain close |iaison and
cooperation with CAl G boards.
cooperation, particularly with
respect to interviews of victins and
wi tnesses and in collection and
preservati on of physical evidence,
shoul d support both the CAIG and | aw

Such

enforcenment collatera
i nvestigations.

4-8. Parking

a. The nost efficient use of
exi sting on-and off-street parking
space should be stressed on a
nonreserved (first-cone, first-
served) basis.

b. Reserved parking facilities
shoul d be designated as parking by
permit or nunerically by category of
el igible parkers. Designation of
par ki ng spaces by nane, grade, rank
or title should be avoided

c. Illegal parking contribu
to congestion and slows traffic
on an installation. Strong
enforcenment of parking restrictions
results in better use of avail able
parking facilities and elim nates
conditions causing traffic accidents

d. The "Denver boot" device is
aut hori zed for use as a technique to
assist in the enforcenment of parking
viol ati ons where inmobilization of
the POV is necessary for safety
Under no circunstances should the
device be used to punish or "teach a
| esson" to violators. Booting should
not be used if other reasonably
effective but |ess restrictive neans
of enforcenment (such as warnings
ticketing, reprinmands, revocations
or suspensions of on-post driving
privileges) are available
Procedures for booting nmust be
devel oped as |isted bel ow.

(1) Local standing operating
procedures (SOPs) nust be devel oped
to control the discretion of
enforcers and limt booting to
speci fic offenses. SOPs shoul d focus
on specific reasons for booting, such
as i mmobilization of unsafe
uni nspect ed, or unregistered vehicles
or conpel ling the presence of repeat
of fenders. All parking violations
nmust be clearly outlined in the
installation traffic code

(2) Drivers should be placed on
notice that particular violations or
multiple violations nay result in
booting. Also, drivers nust be
provided with a pronpt hearing and an
opportunity to obtain the rel ease of
their property.

(3) Tolimt liability, drivers
nust be warned when a boot is
attached to their vehicle and
instructed how to have the boot
renmoved wi thout damegi ng the vehicle

tes
flow

4-9. Traffic violation reports

a. Most traffic violations
occurring on DOD installations
(within the UNI TED STATES or its
territories) should be referred to
the proper U S. Mgistrate. (Arny,
see AR 190-29; DLA, see DLAR 5720. 4;
and Air Force, see AFR 110-15.)
However, violations are not referred

when- -

(1) The operator is driving
a Governnent vehicle at the time of
the violation.

(2) A Federal Magistrate is
either not available or |acks
jurisdiction to hear the natter
because the violation occurred in an
area where the Federal Governnent has
only proprietary |egislative
jurisdiction.

(3) Mssion requirenents
make referral of offenders
i mpractical .



(4) A US. Mgistrate is
avai |l abl e but the accused refuses to
consent to the jurisdiction of the
court and the U. S. Attorney refuses
to process the case before a U S.
District Court.

b. Installation conmanders will
establish admi nistrative procedures
for processing traffic violations.

(1) Al traffic violators on
mlitary installations will be
i ssued either a DD Form 1408 (Arnmed
Forces Traffic Ticket) or a DD Form
1805 (United States District Court
Vi ol ation Notice), as appropriate.
Unl ess specified otherw se by
separate Service/ DLA policy, only
on-duty | aw enforcenent personnel
(including gane wardens) designated
by the installation |aw enforcenent
of ficer may issue these forns.

(2) A copy of all violation
reports on mlitary personnel and
DOD civilian enpl oyees apprehended
for intoxicated driving will be
forwarded to the installation
al cohol and drug abuse facility.

c. Installation commanders wll
establish procedures used for
di sposing of traffic violation cases
through admini strative or judicial
action consistent with the Uniform
Code of Mlitary Justice (UCMJ) and
Federal | aw.

d. DD Form 1805 will be used to
refer violations of State traffic
| aws made applicable to the
installation (Assinmlative Crines
Act (18 USC 13) and app C and ot her
viol ations of Federal law) to the
U S. Magistrate. (Arny users, see
AR 190-29.)

(1) A copy of DD Form 1805 and
any traffic violation reports on
mlitary personnel and DOD civilian
enpl oyees will be forwarded to the
commander or supervisor of the
vi ol at or.

(2) Detailed instructions for
properly conpleting DD Form 1805 are
contained in separate Service policy
directives.

(3) The assimlation of State
traffic | aws as Federal offenses
shoul d be identified by a specific
State code reference in the CODE
SECTI ON bl ock of the DD Form 1805
(or in a conplaint filed with the
U. S. Magistrate).

(4) The Statenment of Probable
Cause on the DD Form 1805 will be
used according to local staff judge
advocate and U. S. Magistrate court
policy. The Statenent of Probable
Cause is required by the Federal
nm sdemeanor rules to support the
i ssuance of a summons or arrest
warrant .

(5) For cases referred to U.S.
Magi strates, normal distribution of
DD Form 1805 will be as foll ows:

(a) The installation | aw
enforcenent official will forward
copy 1 (white) and copy 2 (yellow)
tothe U S. District Court (Central
Vi ol ati on Bureau).

(b) The installation | aw
enforcenent office will file copy 3
(pi nk) .

(c) Law enforcenent personnel
wi Il provide copy 4 (envel ope) to
the violator.

e. \Wen DD Form 1408 is used,
one copy (including witten
warnings) will be forwarded through
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command channels to the service
nenber's conmander, to the conmmmander
of the mlitary famly nmenber's
sponsor, or to the civilian's
supervi sor or enployer as the
installati on commander nmay

establ i sh.

(1) Previous traffic violations
comm tted by the of fender and points
assessed may be shown.

(2) For violations that require a
report of action taken, the DD Form
1408 will be returned to the office
of record through the review ng
authority as the installation
commander may establish.

(3) Wen the report is received
by the office of record, that office
will enter the action on the
violator's driving record.

Section |11 Standards and
Procedures for Processing Drunk
Drivers
4-10. Training of |aw enforcenent
per sonnel

a. As a mnimm installation

trained to do the follow ng:

(1) Recognize signs of al cohol
and ot her drug inpairment in persons
operating notor vehicles.

(2) Prepare DD Form 1920 (Al cohol
I nfluence Report).

(3) Performthe three field tests
of the inproved sobriety testing
techni ques (para 4-13b).

(4) Determ ne when a person
appears intoxicated but 1s actually
physically or nentally ill and
requires pronpt medical attention.

(5) Understand the operation of
breat ht esti ng devi ces.

b. Each installation using
breat h-testing devices will ensure
that operators of these devices--

(1) Are chosen for integrity,
maturity, and sound judgment.

(2) Meet certification
requi rements of the State where the
installation is |ocated.

c. Breath-testing devices nust
be listed on the approved NHTSA
conform ng products |ist published
in the Federal Register. Al test
nmust be adm nistered by trained
personnel as specified in paragraph
4-13 and nust be adhere to the
procedures described in paragraph 4-
14 and 4-15 relating to voluntary
and involuntary testing.

d. Installation located in
States or overseas areas having a
formal breath-testing and
certification programshould ensure
operators attend that training.

e. Installations |ocated in
States or overseas areas with no
formal training programwll train
personnel at courses offered by
selected civilian institutions or
manuf acturers of the equi pnent.

f. Operators nust nmaintain
proficiency through refresher
training every 18 nonths or as
required by the State.

4-11. Bl ood al cohol
st andar ds

a. Administrative revocation of
driving privileges and ot her
enforcenent neasures will be applied
uniformy to of fenders driving under
the influence of al cohol or drugs.
When a person is tested per

concentration

paragraph 2-3, the results of the
test will be evaluated as foll ows:

(1) If the percentage of al coho
in the person's blood is |ess than
0. 05 percent, presunme the person is
not under the influence of al cohol

(2) If the percentage is 0.05 but
| ess than 0.10, presune the person
is inpaired. This standard may be
consi dered with other conpetent
evi dence in determn ning whether the
person was under the influence of
al cohol

(3) If the percentage is 0.10 or
nore, or if tests reflect the
presence of illegal drugs, the
person was driving while
I nt oxi cat ed

b. Percentages in a above are

percent of weight by vol ume of

al cohol in the blood based on grans
of al cohol per 100 milliliters of
bl ood.

c. The standards in a above may
be nodified locally to agree with
t hose established by the State or
host nati on.

d. These presunptions will be
considered with other evidence in
det erm ni ng intoxication.

4-12. Chenical
procedures

a. Validity of chenical
testing. Results of chemi cal
testing are valid under this
regul ation only under the follow ng
ci rcumst ances:

(1) Blood, urine, or other bodily
substances are tested using
general | y accepted scientific and
nedi cal methods and standards.

(2) Breath tests are adnministered
by qualified personnel (para 4-10c).

(3) A non-portable breath-testing
devi ce approved by the State or host
nation is used. For Arny and Marine
Cor ps, the device nmust al so be
listed on the NHTSA conform ng
products |ist published in the
Federal Register. (See para 4-10.)

(4) Procedures established by the
State or host nation or as
prescribed in b below are followed.

b. Breath-testing device

operational procedures. |If the
State or host nation has not
establ i shed procedures for use of
breat h-testing devices, the
following procedures will apply:

(1) Portable breath-testing
devices will be used--

(a) During the initial traffic
stop as a field sobriety testing
techni que, along with other field
sobriety testing techniques, to
determine if further testing is
needed on a non-portable evidentiary
breat h-testing device.

(b) According to manufacture
operating instructions. (For Arny
and Marine Corps, the portable
breat h-testing device nust al so be
listed on the NHTSA conform ng
products |ist published in the
Federal Register.)

(2) Non-portable evidentiary
breath-testing devices will be used
as foll ows:

(a) oserve the person to be
tested for at |east 15 mnutes
before collecting the breath
specinmen. During this time, the
person must not drink al coholic
beverages or ot her

testing policies and



fluids, eat, snmoke
i ngest any substance

(b) Verify calibration and proper
operation of the instrument by using
a control sanple imedi ately before
the test.

(c) Comply with operationa
procedures in the nmanufactures's
current instruction manual

(d) Performpreventive
mai nt enance as required by the
instruction manual

c. Chemical tests of personne
involved in fatal accidents.

(1) Installation nedica
authorities will immediately notify
the installation | aw enforcenent
of ficer of--

(a) The death of any person

chew t obacco, or

involved in a motor vehicle accident.

(b) The circunstances surroundi ng
such an acci dent, based on
infornation available at the tinme of
adm ssion or receipt of the body of
the victim

(2) Medical authorities wll
exam ne the bodi es of those persons
kKilled in a notor vehicle accident to
include drivers, passengers, and
pedestrians subject to mlitary
jurisdiction, and other pedestrians
(16 years or older with sponsor's
consent only). Tests for the
presence and concentration of al coho
or other drugs in the person's bl ood
bodily fluids, or tissues will be
made as soon as possi bl e and where
practical within 8 hours of death
The test results will be included in
the medical reports

(3) As provided by | aw and nedi cal
conditions permtting, a blood or
breath sanmple will be obtained from
any surviving operator whose vehicle
is involved in a fatal accident.
4-13. Detection, apprehension, and
testing of intoxicated drivers

a. Law enforcenent personne
usual |y detect drivers under the
i nfluence of al cohol or other drugs
by observing unusual or abnorna
driving behavior. Drivers show ng

such behavior will be stopped
i mredi ately. The cause of the
unusual driving behavior will be

det erm ned, and proper enforcenent
action will be taken

b. Wen a | aw enforcenent
of fi cer reasonably concl udes that the
i ndi vidual driving or in control of
the vehicle is inpaired, field
sobriety tests should be conducted on
the individual. The DD Form 1920
wi Il be used by | aw enforcenent
agencies in exam ning, interpreting
and recording results of such tests.
Law enf orcement personnel shoul d use
a standard field sobriety test (such
as one-leg stand or wal k and turn)
and portabl e breathal yzers to conduct
field sobriety tests.

4-14. Voluntary breath and bodily
fluid testing based on inplied
consent

a. Inplied consent policy is
expl ai ned I n paragraph 2-3

b. Tests may be administered
only if the following conditions are

nmet :

(1) The person was | awfully stopped
while driving, operating, or in
actual physical control of a notor
vehicle on the installation

(2) Reasonabl e suspicion exists to
bel i eve that the person was driving
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under the influence of alcohol or
drugs.
(3) A request was nade to the

person to consent to the tests
conmbined with a warning that failure
to voluntarily subnmit to or conplete
a chem cal test of bodily fluids or
breath will result in the revocation
of driving privileges.

c. As stated in paragraphs a and
b above, the | aw enforcement official
relying on inplied consent will warn
the person that driving privileges
will be revoked if the person fails
to voluntarily submt to or conplete
a requested chemcal test. The
person does not have the right to
have an attorney present before
stating whether he or she will submt
to atest, or during the actual test.
Installation commanders will
prescribe the type or types of
chemical tests to be used. Testing
will follow policies and procedures
in paragraph 4-12. The results of
chem cal tests conducted under the
i mplied consent provisions of this
regul ati on may be used as evidence in
courts-martial, nonjudicia
proceedi ngs under Article 15 of the
UCMJ, adm nistrative actions, and
civilian courts.

d. Special rules exist for
persons who have henophilia, other
bl ood-clotting di sorders, or any

nmedi cal or sugical disorder being
treated with an anticoagul ant. These
persons- -

(1) My refuse a blood extraction
test w thout penalty.

(2) WIIl not be administered a

bl ood extraction test to deternine
al cohol or other drug concentration
or presence under this regulation
(3) My be given breath or urine
tests, or both.

e. |If a person suspected of

i ntoxicated driving refuses to submit
to a chemcal test, a test will not
be adm ni stered except as specified
in paragraph 4-15

4-15. Involuntary extraction of
bodily fluids in traffic cases

a. GCeneral. The procedures
outlined herein pertain only to the
i nvestigation of individuals stopped
apprehended, or cited on a mlitary
installation for any offense rel ated
to driving a notor vehicle and for
whom probabl e cause exists to believe
that such individual is intoxicated
Extractions of body fluids in
furtherance of other kinds of
i nvestigations are governed by Rule
312(d), Mlitary Rules of Evidence
and regul atory rul es concerning
requesting and granting
aut hori zations for searches

(1) Air Force policy on
nonconsensual extraction of bl ood
sanpl es is addressed in AFR 160-12

(2) Marine Corps personnel should
not undertake the nonconsensua
extraction of body fluids for reason
other than a valid nedical purpose
wi thout first obtaining the advice
and concurrence of the installation
staff judge advocate or his or her
desi gnee.

(3) DLA policy on nonconsensua
taki ng of bl ood sanples is contained
in DLAR 5700. 7.

b. Rule. Involuntary bodily
fluid extraction is based on valid
search and sei zure authorization. An
i ndi vi dual subject to the UCMI who

does not consent to chemcal testing
as described above, may nonet hel ess
be subjected to an involuntary
extraction of bodily fluids

i ncludi ng bl ood and urine, only in
accordance with the follow ng
procedur es:

(1) An individual subject to the
UCMJ] who was driving a notor vehicle
invol ved in an accident resulting in
deat h, personal injury, or serious
property danage nay be subjected to a
nonconsensual bodily fluid extraction
to test for the presence of
i ntoxicants only when there is a
probabl e cause to believe that such
an individual was driving or in
control of a vehicle while under the
i nfl uence of an intoxicant.

(a) A search authorization by an
appropriate commander or military
magi strate obtai ned pursuant to Rule
315, Mlitary Rules of Evidence

(Manual for Courts-Martial, chap
XXVI1), is required prior to such
nonconsensual extraction

(b) A search authorization is not

requi red under such circunstances
when there is a clear indication that
evi dence of intoxication will be
found and there is reason to believe
that the delay necessary to obtain a
search authorization would result in
the 1 oss or destruction of the

evi dence sought.

(c) Because warrantl ess searches
are subject to close scrutiny by the
courts, obtaining an authorizationis
hi ghly preferable. Warrantless
searches generally should be
conducted only after coordination
with the servicing staff judge
advocate or |legal officer, and
attenpts to obtain authorization from
an appropriate official prove
unsuccessful due to the
unavail ability of a commander or
mlitary magistrate.

(2) If authorization fromthe
mlitary magistrate or commander
proves unsuccessful due to the
unavail ability of such officials, the
comander of a nedical facility is
enmpowered by Rule 315(d), Mlitary
Rul es of Evidence, to authorize such
extraction froman individual |ocated
inthe facility at the tinme the
aut hori zation 1s sought.

(a) Before authorizing the
i nvol untary extraction, the comander
of the nmedical facility should, if
circunstances permt, coordinate with
the servicing staff judge advocate or
| egal officer.

(b) The medical facility
comander aut horizing the extraction
under Rul e 315(d) need not be on duty
as the attendi ng physician at the
facility where the extraction is to
be perfornmed and the actua
extracti on nay be acconplished by
ot her qualified medical personnel

(c) The authorizing official may
consi der his or her own observations
of the individual in determ ning
probabl e cause.

c. Role of nedical personnel
Aut hori zation for the nonconsensua
extraction of blood sanples for
evidentiary purposes by qualified

nedi cal personnel is independent of,
and not limted by, provisions
def i ni ng



medi cal care, such as the provision

for nonconsensual nedical care

pursuant to AR 600-20, section IV.
(1) Extraction of blood will be

acconpl i shed by qualified nedical

personnel. (See MIlitary Rul es of

Evi dence 312(g).)

(a) In performng this duty,
nedi cal personnel are expected to
use only that amount of force that
i s reasonabl e and necessary to
adm ni ster the extraction.

(b) Any force necessary to
overconme an individual's resistance
to the extraction normally will be
provi ded by | aw enforcenent
personnel or by personnel acting
under orders fromthe nenber's unit
comander .

(c) Life endangering force will
not be used in an attenpt to effect
nonconsensual extractions.

(d) Al law enforcenent and
nmedi cal personnel will keep in mnd
the possibility that the individual
may require nedical attention for
possi bl e di sease or injury.

(2) Nonconsensual extractions of

bl ood wi |l be done in a manner that
will not interfere with or delay
proper medical attention. Medical
personnel will determ ne the

priority to be given involuntary
bl ood extracti ons when ot her nedi cal
treatnent is required.

4-16. Testing at the request of the
appr ehended person

a. A person subject to tests
under paragraph 2-3 may request that
an additional test be done

privately. The person may choose a
doctor, qualified technician,
chem st, registered nurse, or other

qualified person to do the test.

The person nust pay the cost of the
test. The test nust be a chemi cal
test approved by the State or host
nation in an overseas command. All
tests will be conpleted as soon as
possi ble, with any del ay being noted
on the results.

b. If the person requests this
test, the apprehending police
official nmay assist the suspect in
maki ng arrangenents. |f the police
official fails to or cannot obtain
the additional test, the results of
the tests done at the direction of a
| aw enforcenent official are not
invalid and may still be used to
support actions under separate
Service regul ations, UCM], and the
U.S. Magistrate Court.

4-17. Preparation of sworn

st at enent

An exanpl e of a properly prepared
sworn statement on an intoxicated
driver is at figure 4-1.

Section |V
Of-Installation Traffic Activities

4-18. General

In areas not under mlitary
control, civil authorities enforce
traffic laws. Law enforcenent
authorities will establish a system
to exchange information with civil
authorities. Of-installation
traffic activities in overseas areas
are governed by formal agreenents
with the host nation governnent.

Procedures shoul d be established to
process reports received fromcivil
authorities on serious traffic

vi ol ati ons, accidents, and

i ntoxicated driving incidents

i nvol vi ng persons subject to this
regul ati on.

4-19. Conpliance with State | aws

a. Installation commanders wll
i nform service nenbers and DOD
civilian enployees to conply with
State and local traffic |aws when
operating mlitary notor vehicles.

Commanders wi |l coordinate

with the proper civil |aw
enf or cenent agency before noving
Gover nment vehicl es that exceed
legal limts or regulations or that
may subj ect hi ghway users to unusual
hazards. (See AR 55-162/ OPNAVI NST
4600. 11D/ AFR 75- 24/ MCO 4643. 5C/ DLAR
4580. 8.)

c. Installation conmanders will
mai ntain |iaison with civil
enf orcenent agenci es and encour age
the foll ow ng:

(1) Release of a Governnent
vehicle operator to mlitary
authorities unless one of the
condi ti ons bel ow exi sts.

(a) The offense warrants
det enti on.

(b) The person's condition is
such that further operation of a
notor vehicle could result in injury
to the person or others.

(2) Pronpt notice to mlitary
authorities when mlitary personnel
or drivers of Government notor
vehi cl es have- -

(a) Committed serious violations
of civil traffic | aws.

(b) Been involved in traffic
acci dents.

(3) Pronpt notice of actions by a
State or host nation to suspend,
revoke, or restrict the State or
host nation driver's |icense
(vehicle operation privilege) of
per sons whoi -

(a) Operate Governnent notor
vehi cl es.

(b) Regularly operate a POV on
the installation. (See also para 2-

13.)
4-20. Civil-mlitary cooperative
pr ogr ans

a. State-Arnmed Forces Traffic
Wor kshop Program This programis
an organi zed effort to coordinate
mlitary and civil traffic safety
activities throughout a State or
area. Installation commanders will
cooperate with State and | ocal
officials in this program and
provi de proper support and
participation.

b. Community-Installation
Traffic Workshop Program
Instal |l ati on commanders shoul d
establish a | ocal workshop program
to coordinate the installation
traffic efforts with those of | ocal
comunities. Sound and practical
traffic planning depends on a
bal anced program of traffic
enf orcenent, engineering, and
education. Civilian and mlitary
| egal and | aw enforcenment officers,
traffic engineers, safety officials,
and public affairs officers should
take part.

Chapter 5
Driving Records and the Traffic
Poi nt System

5-1. Driving records

Each Service and DLA will use its own
formto record vehicle traffic
acci dents, noving violations
suspensi on or revocation actions, and
traffic point assessments involving
mlitary and DOD civilian personnel
their famly menbers, and ot her

personnel operating notor vehicles on a
mlitary installation. Arny
installations will use DA Form 3626

(Vehicle Registration/Driver Record)
for this purpose. Table 5-1 prescribes
mandat ory m ni mumor nmaxi mum suspensi on
or revocation periods. Traffic points
are not assessed for suspension or
revocation actions.

1. Wen inposing a suspension or
revocati on because of an off-
installation offense, the effective
date should be the same as the date of
civil conviction, or the date that
State or host-nation driving privil eges
are suspended or revoked. This
effective date can be retroactive

2. No points are assessed for
revocati on or suspension actions
Except for inplied consent violations,
revocations nmust be based on a
conviction by a civilian court or
courts-martial, nonjudicial punishment
under Article 15, UCM], or a separate
hearing as addressed in this
regulation. |f revocation for inplied
consent is conbined with another
revocation, such as 1 year for
intoxicated driving, revocations may
run consecutively (total of 24 nonths)
or concurrently (total of 12 nonths).

This
systemis not a disciplinary neasure or
a substitute for punitive action
Further, this systemis not intended to
interfere in any way with the
reasonabl e exercise of an installation
commander's prerogative to issue
suspend, revoke, deny, or reinstate
installation driving privileges
5-3. Point system application
a. The Services and DLA are
required to use the point system and
procedures prescribed herein without
change

b. The point systemin table 5-2
applies to all operators of U S
Gover nment notor vehicles, on or off
Federal property. The system al so
applies to violators reported to
installation officials I n accordance
wi th paragraph 4-9

c. Points will be assessed when
the person is found to have committed a
violation and the finding is by either
the unit commander, civilian
supervisor, a mlitary or civilian
court (including a U.S. Magistrate), or
by payment of fine, forfeiture of pay
or allowances, or posted bond, or
col | ateral

5-4. Point system procedures

a. Reports of noving traffic
viol ati ons recorded on DD Form 1408
or DD Form 1805 will serve as a basis
for determ ning point assessnent.

For DD Form 1408, return endorsenents
will be required from conmmanders or
super vi sors.

b. On receipt of DD Form 1408 or
other mlitary |aw enforcenment report
of a moving violation, the unit
commander, designated supervisor, or
person ot herw se designated by the
installation conmmander w || conduct
an inquiry. The commander will take
or recomend proper disciplinary or
admi ni strative action. |If a case
invol ves judicial or nonjudicial

actions, the final report of action
taken will not be forwarded until
final adjudication.

c. On receipt of the report of
action taken (including action by a
U S. Magistrate Court on DD Form
1805), the installation | aw
enforcenment officer will assess the
nunber of points appropriate for the
of fense, and record the traffic
points or the suspension or
revocation of driving privileges on
the person's driving record. Except
as specified otherwse in this and
ot her Service/ DLA regul ati ons, points
wi Il not be assessed or driving
privil eges suspended or revoked when
the report of action taken indicates
that neither disciplinary nor
admi ni strative action was taken.

d. Installation conmanders may
require the follow ng driver
i nprovenment measures as appropriate:

(1) Advisory letter through the
unit commander or supervisor to any
person who has acquired six traffic
points within a 6-nmonth peri od.

(2) Counseling or driver
i mprovenment interview, by the unit
comander, of any person who has

acquired nore than six but |ess than
12 traffic points within a 6-nmonth
period. This counseling or interview
shoul d produce reconmendations to
i mprove driver perfornance.

(3) Referral for nedical
eval uati on when a driver, based on
reasonabl e belief, appears to have
nental or physical limts that have
had or may have an adverse affect on
driving perfornmance.
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(4) Attendance at renedial driver
training to inprove driving
per f or mance.

(5) Referral to an al cohol or
drug treatment or rehabilitation
facility for evaluation, counseling
or treatnment. This action is
required for active mlitary
personnel in all cases in which
al cohol or other drugs are a
contributing factor to a traffic
citation, incident, or accident

e. An individual's driving
privileges may be suspended or
revoked as provided by this
regul ati on regardl ess of whether
t hese i nprovenent neasures are
acconpl i shed

f. Persons whose driving
privileges are suspended or revoked
(for one violation or an accumnul ati on
of 12 traffic points within 12
consecutive nonths, or 18 traffic
points within 24 consecutive nonths)
will be notified in witing through
official channels (para 2-6). Except
for the mandatory m ni mum or naxi mum
suspension or revocation periods
prescribed by table 5-1, the
installation comrander will establish
periods of suspension or revocation.
Any revocation based on traffic
poi nts nust be no | ess than 6 nonths.
A |l onger period nay be inposed on the
basis of a person's overall driving
record considering the frequency,
fl agrancy, severity of noving
viol ations, and the response to
previ ous driver inprovenment neasures
In all cases, mlitary menbers nust
successfully conplete a prescribed
course in renedial driver training
before driving privileges are
rei nst at ed.

Poi nts assessed against a
person will renain in effect for
poi nt accumul ati on purpose for 24
consecutive nmonths. The revi ew of
driver records to delete traffic
poi nts shoul d be done routinely
during records update while recording
new of fenses and forwardi ng records
to new duty stations. Conpletion of a
revocati on based on points requires
renoval fromthe driver record of all
poi nts assessed before the
revocation

h. Removal of points does not
aut hori ze renoval of driving record
entries for noving violations,
chargeabl e acci dents, suspensions, or
revocations. Record entries wll
remai n posted on individual driving
records for the period of tine
i ndi cat ed bel ow.

(1) Chargeable nonfatal traffic
accidents or noving violations--3
years.

(2) Nonmandatory suspensions or
revocations--5 years.

(3) Mandatory revocations--7
years.

5-5. Disposition of driving records

Procedures will be established to
ensure pronpt notice to the
installation | aw enforcenent officer
when a person assigned to or enpl oyed
on the installation is being
transferred to another installation,
being released frommilitary service,
or endi ng enpl oynment .

a. |f persons being transferred
to a new installation have valid
points or other entries on the
driving records, the | aw enforcenent
officer will forward the records to
the | aw enforcenent officer of the

gaining installation. Gaining
installation | aw enforcenment officers
nmust coordinate with applicable
commander s and continue any existing
suspension or revocation based on
intoxi cated driving or accunul ation
of traffic points. Traffic points
for persons being transferred wll
continue to accunul ate as specified
in paragraph 5-4g.

b. Driving records of mlitary
personnel being di scharged or
rel eased fromactive duty will be
retained on file for 2 years and then
destroyed. In cases of immediate
reenlistment, change of officer
conponent or military or civilian
retirement when vehicle registration
is continued, the record will remain
active.

c. Driving records of civilian
personnel term nating enployment will
be retained on file for 2 years and
t hen destroyed.

d. Driving records of mlitary
fam |y nenbers containing point
assessnments or other entries will be
forwarded to the sponsor's gaining
installation in the sane nanner as
for service nenbers. At the new
installation, records will be
anal yzed and nmade avail abl e
tenporarily to the sponsor's unit
commander or supervisor for review.

e. Driving records of retirees
electing to retain installation
driving privileges will be retained.
Poi nts accumnul ated or entries on the
driver record regardi ng suspensions,
revocations, noving violations, or
chargeabl e accidents will not be
del eted fromdriver records except
per paragraph 5-4g and h.

f. Arny users will conply with
paragraph 5-5a and b by nailing the
i ndividual's DA Form 3626 to the
gaining installation provost nmarshal.

Chapter 6
I mpoundi ng Privately Oaned Vehicles

6-1. General
Thi s chapter provides the standards
and procedures for |aw enforcenent

personnel when tow ng, inventorying,
sear chi ng, inpounding, and di sposing
of POVs. This policy is based on:

a. The interests of the Services
and DLA in crine prevention, traffic
safety, and the orderly flow of
vehicle traffic novement.

b. The vehicle owner's
constitutional rights to due process,
freedom from unreasonabl e search and
seizure, and freedom fromdeprivation
of private property.

6-2. Standards for inmpoundnent

a. POvs should not be inpounded
unl ess the vehicle clearly interfere
wi th ongoi ng operations or novenent

of traffic, threaten public safety or
conveni ence, are involved in crimnal
activity, contain evidence of

crimnal activity, or are stolen or
abandoned.

b. The inpoundnent of a POV
woul d be i nappropriate when
reasonabl e alternatives to
i mpoundnent exi st.

(1) Attenpts should be made to
| ocate the owner of the POV and have
the vehicle renoved.

(2) The vehicle nmay be noved a
short distance to a | egal parking
area and tenporarily secured until
the owner is found.



(3) Another responsible person
may be allowed to drive or tow the
POV with perm ssion fromthe owner,
operator, or person enpowered to
control the vehicle. 1In this case,
the owner, operator, or person
empowered to control the vehicle
will be informed that |aw
enf orcenent personnel are not
responsi bl e for safeguarding the
POv.

c. |mpounding of POVs is
justified when any of the follow ng
condi tions exist:

(1) The POV is illegally parked--

(a) On a street or bridge, in a
tunnel, or is double parked, and
interferes with the orderly flow of
traffic.

(b) On a sidewalk, within an

intersection, on a cross-walk, on a
railroad track, in a fire lane, or
is blocking a driveway, so that the
vehicle interferes with operations
or creates a safety hazard to other
roadway users or the general public.
An exanpl e woul d be a vehicl e parked
within 15 feet of a fire hydrant or
bl ocki ng a properly marked driveway
of a fire station or aircraft-alert
crew facility.

(c) Wen bl ocking an energency
exit door of any public place
(installation theater, club, dining
hal |, hospital, and other facility).

(d) In a "towaway" zone that is
so marked with proper signs.

(2) The POV interferes with--
(a) Street cleaning or snow
renoval operations and attenpts to

contact the owner have been

unsuccessful .

(b) Emergency operations during
a natural disaster or fire or nust
be renpbved fromthe disaster area

during cl eanup operations.

(3) The POV has been used in a
crime or contains evidence of
crimnal activity.

(4) The owner or person in charge
has been apprehended and is unabl e
or unwilling to arrange for custody
or renoval .

(5) The POV is mechanically

and is a nenace to others
using the public roadways.

(6) The POV is disabled by a
traffic incident and the operator is
ei ther unavail able or physically
i ncapabl e of having the vehicle
towed to a place of safety for
storage or safekeeping.

(7) Law enforcenent personnel
reasonably believe the vehicle is
abandoned.

defective

6-3. Towi ng and storage

a. |npounded POVs may be towed
and stored by either the Services
and DLA or a contracted w ecker
servi ce dependi ng on availability of
towi ng services and the |ocal
commander' s preference.

b. The installation comrander
wi Il designate an encl osed area on
the installation that can be secured
by lock and key for an inpound | ot
to be used by the mlitary or
civilian wecker service. An
approved i nmpoundnent area bel ongi ng
to the contracted wecker service
may al so be used provided the area
assures adequate accountability and
security of towed vehicles. One set
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of keys to the enclosed area will be
mai ntai ned by the installation | aw
enforcenent officer or designated

i ndi vi dual .

c. Tenporary inpoundnent and
towi ng of POVs for violations of the
installation traffic code or
i nvol verrent in crimnal activities
wi Il be acconplished under the
di rect supervision of |aw
enf orcenent personnel .

6-4. Procedures for inpoundnent
a. Unattended POVs.

(1) DD Form 2504 (Abandoned
Vehicle Notice) will be
conspi cuously placed on POVs
consi dered unattended. Figure 6-1
is a sanple of a properly conpleted
DD Form 2504. This action will be
docunented by an entry in the
installation | aw enforcenent desk
journal .

(2) The owner will be allowed 3
days fromthe date the POV is tagged
to renove the vehicle before
i mpoundrent action is initiated. |If
the vehicle has not been renoved
after 3 days, it will be renoved by
the installation towi ng service or
the contracted wecker service. |If
a contracted wecker service is
used, a DD Form 2505 (Abandoned
Vehi cl e Renpval Authorization) wll
be conpl eted and issued to the
contractor by the installation |aw
enforcenent office. Figure 6-2 is a
sanpl e of properly conpleted DD Form
2505.

(3) After the vehicle has been
renoved, the installation | aw
enforcenent officer or the
contractor will conplete DD Form
2506 (Vehicle I npoundnment Report) as
a record of the actions taken.
Figure 6-3 is a sanple of a properly
conpl eted DD For m 2506.

(a) An inventory listing
personal property will be done to
protect the owner, |aw enforcenent
personnel, the contractor, and the
conmander .

(b) The contents of a closed
contal ner such as a suitcase inside
t he vehicl e need not be inventoried.
Such articles should be opened only
if necessary to identify the owner
of the vehicle or if the container
m ght contain expl osives or
ot herwi se present a danger to the
public. Merely listing the
container and sealing it with
security tape will suffice.

(c) Personal property must be
placed in a secure area for
saf ekeepi ng.

(4) DD Form 2507 (Notice of
Vehi cl e | mpoundnent) will be
forwarded by certified mail to the
address of the |ast known owner of
the vehicle to advise the owner of
the inpoundment action, and request
i nformation concerning the owner's
intentions pertaining to the
di sposition of the vehicle. Figure
6-4 is a sanple of a properly
conpl eted DD Form 2507 (front side)
to be forwarded to the owner.

Figure 6-5 is a sanple of a properly
conpl eted DD Form 2507 (reserve
side) indicating the owner's intent.

b. Stolen POVs or vehicles
involved in crimnal activity.

(1) Wen the POV is to be held
for evidentiary purposes, the
vehi cl e should remain in the custody
of the applicable Service or DLA
until |aw enforcenent purposes are
served.

(2) Recovered stolen POVs wil |
be rel eased to the registered owner,
unl ess held for evidentiary
pur poses, or to the |aw enforcenent
agency reporting the vehicle stolen,
as appropriate.

(3) A POV held on request of
other authorities will be retained
in the custody of the applicable
Service or DLA until the vehicle can
be released to such authorities.

6-5. Search incident to inpoundment
based on crimnal activity.

Search of a POV in conjunction with
i npoundrrent based on cri m nal
activity will likely occur in one of
the followi ng general situations:

a. The owner or operator is not
present. This situation could arise
during traffic and crime-rel ated
i mpoundnent s and abandoned vehicl e
sei zures. A property search rel ated
to an investigation of crimnal
activity should not be conducted
wi t hout search authority unless the
itemto be seized is in plain view
or is readily discernible on the
outsi de as evidence of crimnal
activity. \Wen in doubt, proper
search authority should be obtained
bef ore sear ching.

b. The owner or operator is
present. This situation can occur
during either a traffic or crimnal
incident, or if the operator is
apprehended for a crine or serious
traffic violation and sufficient
probabl e cause exists to seize the
vehicle. This situation could also
arise during cases of intoxicated
driving or traffic accidents in
whi ch the operator is present but
i ncapaci tated or otherw se unable to
make adequate arrangenents to
saf eguard the vehicle. |1f danger
exists to the police or public or if
there is risk of loss or destruction
of evidence, an investigative type
search of the vehicle may be
conducted wi t hout search authority.
(Arny, see AR 190-22; and Air Force
see AFP 125-2.)

6-6. Disposition of vehicles after
i npoundment

a. |If a POV is inpounded for
evi dentiary purposes, the vehicle
can be held for as long as the
evidentiary or |aw enforcenent
pur pose exists. The vehicle nust
then be returned to the owner
wi t hout del ay unl ess directed
ot herwi se by conpetent authority.

b. If the vehicle is unclained
after 120 days fromthe date
notification was mailed to the |ast
known owner or the owner rel eased
the vehicle by properly conpleting
DD Form 2505, the vehicle wll be
di sposed of by one of the follow ng
procedures:

(1) Release to the lienholder, if
known.
(2) Processed as abandoned

property in accordance with DOD
4160. 21- M

Driver

A driver is in physical control when
in position to control the notor
vehi cl e, whether to regulate or
restrain its operation or novenent.
For exanple, sitting in a parked car
behi nd the steering wheel, keeping
it inrestraint or in a position to
control its nmovenment. The word
"driver" is interchangeable with the
word "operator."

Driver's |icense

A license to operate a notor vehicle
under the laws of a State, the
District of Colunbia, a US.
territory or possession, a host
country, or under international
agreenents (international driver's
license). Also, a vehicle
operator's permt issued by an
agency of the U S. CGovernnent,
over seas conmmand.

Driving privilege

The privilege extended by an
installation comrmander to a person
permitting the operation of a notor
vehicle within the linmts of the
installation.

General O ficer

A termused to describe officers in
the mlitary grade of 0-7 or above,
including officers frocked to the
grade of, in the Arny, Air Force,
Marine Corps, or Navy.

General officer letter of
A nenorandumor letter of reprimand,
adm nistrative in nature, prepared
in accordance with AR 600-37 and
signed by any officer serving in the
grade of 0-7 or above in the Arny,
Air Force, Marine Corps, or Navy.

Gover nment notor vehicle

A rmotor vehicle owned, rented, or

| eased by DOD. This includes

vehi cl es owned, rented, or |eased by
NAF activities of the mlitary
departments and DOD.



Hi gh accident frequency |ocation

A location, intersection, or length
of roadway, normally not nore than
one-half mle in I ength, where an
unusual Iy hi gh number of accidents
have occurred

Host nation
Any foreign country or possession in
which an installation is |ocated.

Installation or activity commander
A termapplied equally to CONUS

i nstallation commanders and over seas
comuni ty conmanders.

I ncl udes one or nore of the

a. Driving, operating, or being
in actual physical control of a

not or vehicl e under any intoxication
caused by al cohol or drugs in

Moped

Mot or cycl e

Mot or vehicle traffic accident

An uni nt ended event causing injury
or damage, and involving one or nore
not or vehicles on a highway, road

or street that is publicly

mai nt ai ned and open for public

vehi cul ar travel

Mot or vehicle traffic accident
classification
The classification of traffic
accidents according to severity of
injuries or property damage
sustai ned. Major classifications
i nclude the follow ng

a. Severity of injury.

(1) Fatal accident. A notor

vehicle accident that results in

fatal injuries to one or nore
personnel. A fatal injury is one
that results in death within 12
nont hs of the accident causing the
injury.

(2) Incapacitating injury. An
injury, other than fatal, that

prevents the injured person from
wal ki ng, driving, or normally
continuing the activities that he or
she was capabl e of perform ng before
the accident. Exanples are severe
| acerations, broken or distorted
l'inmb, skull fracture, crushed chest,
internal injury, unconsciousness
when taken fromthe acci dent scene
or inability to | eave the accident
scene without help

(3) Nonincapacitating evident
injury. An injury, other than fata
and incapacitating, that is evident
to any person at the scene of the
acci dent. Exanples are |unmp on
head, abrasions, or mnor
| acerati ons.

(4) Possible injury.
reported or clained that

An injury
is not a

fatal, incapacitating, or

noni ncapaci tating evident injury.
Exanpl es are nonentary

unconsci ousness, claimof injuries
that are not evident, linping, or

conpl aint of pain
hysteri a.
b. Severity of vehicle danage.

(1) Disabling damage. Any danmage
to a vehicle such that it cannot be
driven (or towed in the case of
trailers) fromthe scene of the
acci dent in the usual manner by
daylight after sinple repairs, and
wi t hout further damage or hazard to

nausea, or

itself, other
t he roadway.
(2) Functional damage. Any
nondi sabl i ng damage to a vehicle
that affects operation of the
vehicle or its parts. Exanples are
doors, w ndows, hood, and trunk lids
that will not operate properly
broken gl ass that obscures vision
or any danmge that could prevent the
not or vehicle from passing an
of ficial motor vehicle inspection
(3) Oher nmotor vehicle danage
Any damage to a vehicle that is
nei t her disabling nor functiona
damage. Such damage usually affects
only the load on the vehicle or the
appearance of the motor vehicle.
Exanpl es are damage to hubcaps

traffic el enents, or

trim or grill; glass cracks that do
not interfere with vision; dents;
scrat ches; body punctures; or damage
to | oad.

Movi ng vi ol ation
A violation of any traffic |aw,
ordi nance, or regulation while
operating a vehicle. Moving
violations typically involve one or
both of the follow ng
a. Unsafe act. An act or
omssion in traffic that is
hazar dous.
b. Unsafe condition. Causing
or permtting an illegal and
possi bly hazardous condition of--
(1) Hi ghways, roads, or streets
used by traffic.
(2) Vehicles used in traffic.
(3) A pedestrian or driver in
traffic.

This term nation is not
subject to renewal or restoration
except that application may be
presented and acted on by the State,
host nation, or overseas command
authority after the expiration of
the period set by State or host
nation | aw or overseas conmmand
regul ati on.

Suspensi on of driving privileges

The tenporary withdrawal by an

i nstallation commander of a person's
privilege to operate a nmotor vehicle
onamlitary installation for up to
12 nonths. Privileges normally are
automatically restored on the day
after the date the suspension ends.

Traffic

Pedestrians, ridden or herded
animal s, vehicles, street cars, and
ot her conveyances, either singly or
t oget her, using any roadway.

Traffic control devices

Si gns, signals, nmarkings, lights,
and devi ces placed by a proper
official to regulate, warn, or guide
traffic.

Traffic engineering

Pl anni ng and geonetric design of
streets, highways, and abutting

| ands, and matters concerned wth
traffic operations on themrel ated
to the safe, convenient, and

economi cal transportation of persons
and goods.

Traffic |l aws

Al laws, ordinances, and
regul ati ons concerni ng roadway
traffic, including regulations on
wei ght, size, and type of vehicles
and vehicle cargo
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
